Company Profiles

1.  Sears, Roebuck and Co. (S)
With 310,000 employees, Sears operates 861 full-line and 1,300 specialty stores. It has four business units consisting of retail, credit and financial services, corporate, and Sears Canada. Its 2001 revenue of $41.1 billion was essentially flat with 2000. EPS of $2.24 was down 26% from 2000. The company’s headquarters is in Hoffman Estates, Illinois. Alan Lacy is the chairman, CEO, and president. 

2.  Illinois Tool Works Inc. (ITW)

With about 52,000 employees, Illinois Tool Works is divided into approximately 600 business units, operating in 42 countries. The company manufactures highly engineered products such as tool and die machines as well as specialty systems such as purpose-specific adhesives. Its 2001 revenue was $9.3 billion, down 7% from 2000. EPS of $2.63 decreased 17% from the previous year.  Headquartered in Glenview, Illinois, the company is led by chairman and CEO W. James Farrel.

3.  The Walgreen Co. (WAG) 
Walgreens, headquartered in Deerfield, Illinois, is a drugstore chain with 3,880 stores located in 43 states and Puerto Rico. The company has 93,000 employees and sells prescription and non-prescription drugs as well as other products such as general merchandise, cosmetics, household items, and food and beverages. Under chairman and CEO David Bernauer and president Jeffrey Rein, the company grew its revenue 17% in fiscal 2002 (August) to $28.7 billion, and its fiscal 2002 EPS was up 15% to $0.99.

4.  Baxter International Inc. (BAX) 

With 48,000 employees, Baxter International manufactures products in 28 countries and sells them in over 100 countries.  The company develops, manufactures, and distributes a diversified product line for health care. Its 2001 revenue rose 11% to $7.7 billion. EPS of $1.09 was down 13% from 2000. The company is headquartered in Deerfield, Illinois.  Harry Hansen Kraemer Jr. is the chairman, CEO, and president.

5.  McDonalds Corp. (MCD)
McDonald’s is a leader in the fast-food industry. With 395,000 employees, the company operates more than 30,000 restaurants in 121 countries. Its headquarters is located in Oak Brook, Illinois. Its 2001 revenue was up 4.4% to $14.9 billion. EPS of $1.25 declined 14% from 2000. McDonald’s chairman and CEO is Jim Cantalupo.
