DESCRIPTION

maintenance allowance adequate to meet necessary expenses for term-time and vacations. The Rhodes 
Trustees cover the necessary costs of travel to and from Oxford, and upon application, may approve 
additional grants for research purposes or study-related travel.

To be eligible for a Beinecke Scholarship, a student must: (1) Have demonstrated superior standards of 
intellectual ability, scholastic achievement and personal promise during his or her undergraduate career, 
(2) Be a college junior pursuing a bachelor's degree during the 2007-2008 academic year.  "Junior" 
means a student who plans to continue full-time undergraduate study and who expects to receive a 
baccalaureate degree between December 2008 and August 2009, (3) Plan to enter a master's or doctoral 
program in the arts, humanities or social sciences.  Students in the social sciences who plan to pursue 
graduate study in neuroscience should not apply for a Beinecke Scholarship, (4) Be a United States 
citizen or a United States national from American Samoa or the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana 
Islands, (5) Have a documented history of receiving need-based financial aid during his or her 
undergraduate years.

The program seeks to encourage and enable highly motivated students to pursue opportunities available 
to them and to be courageous in the selection of a graduated course of study.  Since 1975 the program 
has selected more than 370 college juniors from 97 different schools for support during graduate study at 
any accredited university.  Each scholar receives $2,000 immediately prior to entering graduate school 
and an additional $30,000 while attending graduate school.  There are no geographic restrictions on the 
use of the scholarship, and recipients are allowed to supplement the award with other scholarships, 
assistantships and research grants.  Scholars are encouraged to begin graduated study as soon as 
possible following graduation from college, and must utilize all of the funding within five years of 
completion of undergraduate studies.

(6) Have sufficient proficiency in the written and spoken language of the host country to communicate 
with the people and to carry out the proposed study.

The George J. Mitchell Scholarship is a national competitive fellowship sponsored by the US-Ireland 
Alliance. The Mitchell Scholarship, named to honor the former U.S. Senator’s pivotal contribution to the 
Northern Ireland peace process, is designed to introduce and connect generations of future American 
leaders to the island of Ireland, while recognizing and fostering intellectual achievement, leadership, and 
a commitment to public service and community. Twelve Mitchell Scholars between the ages of 18 and 30 
are chosen annually for one year of postgraduate study in any discipline offered by institutions of higher 
learning in Ireland and Northern Ireland. Applicants are judged on three criteria: academic excellence, 
leadership, and a sustained commitment to service and community. The Mitchell Scholarship provides 
tuition, housing, a living expenses stipend, and an international travel stipend 
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
