Results Section (example p. 310)

I.  Content (p. 20-25 APA Manual)


1)  The results section is were you report your finding from the study.


2)  You must discuss the nature of the data collected, the hypotheses you are testing and the type of statistics used in the analysis.


3)  Report all descriptive statistics: number of people in each group (N), means (M) and standard deviations on each of your DVs (ect). (Tables and Charts are often used.


4)  Report relevant statistics and explain in plain English what it means.


To investigate the effect of having a thematic title on memory for text, the number of words from the text participants recalled was compared between the title and no title groups. There was a significant effect of titles on recall, t (9) = 2.50, p < .05.  Readers with titles recalled more words exactly from the text (M = 14.2, SD = 1.6) than those who did not receive a title (M = 6.7, SD = 2.6).  This supports the hypothesis that thematic titles facilitate memory for a text.

II. Style

Short title in upper Right hand corner (in the header). Follow by page number. 

First line under Methods section

The word “Results” centered

Indent first line of text.

Subsections can be added for promote organization (ex. if you have more than one DV you can add a subsection for each DV Recall Data).   

Label subsections in the same manner as in Methods section 

All Statistical names are abbreviated and italicized. (pg 136 APA)
