Application Guidelines

The Institute for Research on Race and Public Policy (IRRPP) is pleased to announce the 2012-2013 Policy & Social Engagement Fellowship (PSEF). The PSEF provides funding to UIC faculty members who work with community organizations on community action projects related to race, ethnicity and policy. Faculty and community partners identify a pressing community or organizational need, and together they create a resource that helps address that need. Resources to be developed might include knowledge, networks, strategies, processes, or models; they may come in a variety of different forms (e.g., documents, publications, exhibitions, performances) as long as they can be documented for future use, review, or replication.

DEADLINE: Friday, March 2, 2012
ELIGIBILITY The Policy & Social Engagement Fellowship is open to all adjunct, clinical, research, tenure-track, tenured, and visiting faculty members at UIC, regardless of how recently they have received IRRPP funding. Junior faculty, those from underrepresented racial/ethnic groups, and scholars from the arts, humanities, and health sciences are especially encouraged to apply. Faculty members may not hold IRRPP’s Policy & Social Engagement Fellowship concurrently with its Faculty Fellowship or Faculty Scholar Grant. Nor will Fellowships be awarded solely to support individual faculty members’ research projects. The Institute will favor applicants who have strong, stable relationships with community collaborators, and whose project outcomes appear likely to influence policy processes and debates. 
AWARD AMOUNT up to $10,000.00 per academic year to teams of faculty-community collaborators. Awards are made to faculty members; community partners are not considered IRRPP grantees.
AWARD TERMS: Policy & Social Engagement Fellows are expected to:

1. Make their project resources available to IRRPP for posting on the IRRPP web site.
2. Acknowledge IRRPP funding on all project outcomes, including publications and presentations.

3. Submit a report summarizing the scholarly activities completed during the funding period.

4. Support IRRPP programs by attending events, presenting research, contributing publications to the website, or serving on committees (e.g. funding selection or professional development committees).

APPLICATION GUIDELINES Complete applications are reviewed by a committee of IRRPP staff and include the following materials:
1. A completed Cover Sheet, including all necessary signatures

2. A 2-3 page, single-spaced Project Summary that describes the
a. faculty member’s broad research agenda;

b. community partner’s mission, history, and program activities;

c. problem or need to be addressed by the collaborators; 

d. goals of project (i.e. the specific community resource(s) to be developed)

e. strategies that will be used to preserve the resource(s) created by the project

f. the activities through which those goals will be achieved;

g. a timeline for completing the project;

h. the audiences who would be interested in and affected by the project outcomes.

3. An itemized Budget and Budget Narrative, any additional funding sources, and the specific budget items to be covered by this Fellowship.

4. A current CV and 1-page Bio from the faculty member

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

Applicants should submit a single pdf document that includes all materials to Meg King, Program Assistant, at mking11@uic.edu. Incomplete applications will not be reviewed. Applications are accepted until 5 p.m. on the day of the deadline.
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
