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INTRODUCTION

The University of Illinois at Chicago Center for Urban Economic Development
(UICUED) held a series of meetings with community-based organizations and community
residents in the Austin neighborhood during 1994.   Austin is a primarily African-
American community of almost 100,000 people on the far West Side of Chicago with
many pockets of poverty and attendant social ills.   

In December of 1994, representatives from five organizations asked UICUED to compile
an inventory of service providing agencies as a directory.  The directory would be a tool
for improving cooperation between the numerous public and nonprofit agencies in Austin,
since they are frequently contacted by people who need services which the agency cannot
provide; the directory is intended to help direct people to appropriate organizations in the
neighborhood.

The request for a directory came from the South Austin Community Coalition Council
(SACCC), a community organizing group;  the People’s Reinvestment & Development
Effort (PRIDE), a nonprofit housing rehabilitation and management organization;  the
Austin District Development Corporation, a business development organization; the
Westside Planning and Development Corporation, a pastor-based group seeking
commercial revitalization; and the Northwest Austin Council, another community
organizing group.  As the project neared completion, a committee of the Austin-based
West Side Ministers’ Coalition reviewed the information for accuracy and suggested
changes.

The directory contains 117 organizations, with most of them being community-based
nonprofit organizations, such as schools, parks, or other public agencies.  Some are
private-sector service providers. 

The directory is organized into two sections.  The first is a functional category section
consisting of sixteen categories of services and types of institutions, with a list of the
agencies whose activities fall into each category.  The second section contains an
alphabetical listing of all 117 organizations.  Users can find the service category in
question in the first section, select the name of one or more agencies  from that section,
and then locate the agency or  agencies in the alphabetical section, where they will find
address, telephone, hours of business, and other information on each organization.
