501 Urban Space, Place and Institutions : Restatement
 Students will learn to use a variety of social science disciplines to explain and interpret the form and function of urban space, including urbanization, suburbanization, regionalism, globalization,  and sustainability.  The Instructors perspective emphasize social coherence and social change processes, economics and political processes and culture.

Course Description:

Planners seek to influence cities for the better through change and development.  By cities we mean the built environment and the organization of urban settlements and social relations of more or less density and complexity.  These dimensions make (the) urban (space) sites/ arenas of action and study in ways that are different for planners than for other mainstream social sciences. Yet, there is much to learn from them. 

Correspondingly, we need dynamic understandings of urban form, of the interaction between places and people, and of the role of key institutions within which our actions unfold. In addition, as our actions take place in complex and contentious environments, we must be critical producer/consumers of a wide variety of ideas about the urban.

As part of the required core MUPP curriculum, this course will familiarize students with a wide range of disciplinary perspectives on the form and function of urban space.  We will examine recurring themes related to urbanization and urban features, including issues of the history of the city, how economic functions are organized within/ between cities, the economic, political and social forces that shape urban form, the role of place in social identity, the nature of community, as well as the challenges of preserving, conserving, building, even change in cities and relations; and about sustaining urban places.  
We specifically look at the institutional environment in which planners work, to consider how continuity and change occurs in the economy, especially, the market, politics, government,-bureaucracy (the state), community groups and citizens affect planners’ ability to shape and respond to problems in urban space.  Examples of persistent urban problems or interesting cases will be drawn from Chicago and elsewhere to illustrate concepts presented in class. Along the way, we will investigate various planning perspectives and approaches and their implication for professional planning and social practice.
Course Objectives

By the end of the semester, students in this course should have accomplished the following:

· Participants should be conversant in a range of disciplinary perspectives on the urban that can be a foundation for further investigations;

· They should be able to critically assess empirical statements and value judgments about urban change using different perspectives;

· They should have deepened those critical skills by practicing them in analyses of complex urban problems.
