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Planners should be concerned with issues of race, gender & class in the local national and in the urban global contests as well for reasons that are and are not so obvious. These context provide the framing of this course

In the global context, poor, people of color,  mostly women and youth, form the majority segments in the world’s political economy and the socio-demographic trends suggest that these elements will be socially and statistically significant for the foreseeable future. In the national socio-political context, the poor working people, particularly people of color and women are likely to be and thus, remain the predominant social force driving social demands. Moreover, in the larger cities and urban areas within the local context, these same elements drive local politics and policy making around social and environmental justice. Planners can no longer ignore or give lip service to their needs and aspirations. For this reason and others, the planning environment must give consideration to the movements among these elements.
Planners have to take into account the following factors:

· Sources/causes of urban social differentiation;

· The symptoms of inequality as they manifest in policy , in social organization and the ramifications for the design of social /collective action;

· The continuing salience of urban diversity and diversification; and the 

· Shape and form of social movements for social justice, equality and power,  based on socio-economic and demographic diversity, even if we do not like different people. They are here/there and we have to encounter, address and interface with them in planning for the use of and ends of our social resources.
Objectives

The course objectives are as follows: We need to enhance our knowledge and understanding about the following:
· What is social differentiation? Where does it come from? How did it get started? Do ideas rationalize difference or do structures in society reproduce difference? Advantage/ disadvantage?
· What are the major sources of differentiation? What form has it taken in the past and in recent history?” What form does it take today?

· How do forms of social differentiation impact policy and politics, institutional and social life and our ideas about people? That is: how do we rationalize privilege, power and advantage? How do we justify poverty, hunger, inadequate healthcare?
· What can we do about injustice, inequality and disadvantage? What happens if we do nothing?

· There have been some significant social movements, rooted in or based in urban centers. What can we learn from them? What can we do to assist or to prevent them as planners? Policy makers? Professional public servants?

Rationale

The three short papers are to be centered around your research interest: the theory, the policy or programmatic impacts and implications and the methods. The theory is aimed at understanding how other researchers and writers understand difference or differentiation and how they shape or thoughts and your critiques of these points of view about urban difference as a planner. These are 6-8 pagers.
The final paper is designed to help you think more deeply about a subject/ topic: its theoretical underpinnings, methods and how the main constructs relate to planning or policy , today. I will be liberal about the research required for a scholarly paper.  For that reason it might be a research design toward a larger, future piece of research. Your task is to show how you will get to that research. What is the research topic/subject? Who has written on the topic? Who did they discuss? What are the strengths of the argument and methods and conclusions? Where do you wish to take the research? Why?  What is iits relation to policy?  Or, social action?  Or, social programming?  What would a good research design look like. This is a twenty pager.
Class participation is to show me that you are taking the course seriously and doing some research and reading or involved in discourse around socially relevant topics or issues related to other participants’ topics/subject areas, even other courses. What are you reading related to the course? What methods are you applying? Who used these methods or approaches before you?  How can you strength them or replace them?  What policy or even academic issues are engaging you? What issues of practice are you engaged with or troubled by? 
Instructor’s Pedagogical Approach

The instructor will start off each unit with a lecture or a discussion for the first several weeks. Thereafter lecture on Monday; discussion on Wednesday. Then, we get to policy, where there is more discussion, less lecture, as you inform the class about your research interest, your social practice and material you have found that is germane to the subject or particular to your research interest. If the class remains small, I will have you invite a guest presenter who is knowledgeable about your research area of interest or about the particular topic we are interested in discussing for that week.

A. Your first topical paper is due. Your task  is to explain how class, racism,  or gender or,  all three- originates /develops/ reproduces themselves in  contemporary society.  Show how  it has roots in historical society and/ or,  represents some new social phenomena; show how it is, at least, new in form (or, poses a new threat or challenge, problem or opportunity). How  does it manifest in social /urban policy and adversely impacts a segment of this society, or, the global- urban societies, in general. Show why we should bother mounting resources to fight it; or, if we do not what is likely to happen in this generation; or, your children’s generation.   Finally, suggest two or three alternatives for addressing the problems caused by this type of social differentiation. References are generally used to build support for an argument.  Be sure to develop a list of references and use them in developing your paper.
B. This unit will cover several weeks. It will survey class and race issues in policy. In addition to become more familiar with the issue(s). The focus is on how present and past planners have addressed these issues and how you might respond to similar issues as a planner or researcher. Your second task, If you were researching this policy issue is what data you would collect to strengthen your case? What type of methodological approach would you use to make the most compelling case. What other researchers in the sciences would you use to build arguments to present to those making a decision?

A. The thrust of the paper is to understand how public policy is made in the context of urban social differentiation. What is the role of government-bureaucracy and policy making?  We will learn something about policy making in the frame of urban global and local politics. Policy is made with attention paid to how and who the taxpayers are? Where opposition will likely come from (respond)?  You have to know what the policy screen is of the policy makers and who supports their reelection cash & votes). While most times big money supports the policies that we have, there are times when an eye has to be kept on the grassroots or the “wind of change.” Examine at least one policy issue and topic of concern from a class race, gender perspective. Why did the issue turn out the way it did ( why not some other way?). What would social theory  or public policy theorists predict? Why didn’t the theory hold?  How did the rich,  whites,  males line up? How did the poor, Blacks & Latinos, women side on the issue? You may have to consult the special policy websites or local policy advocates in Chicago for a briefing/ interview on the issue?

Environmental Indifference & Disaster Event Planning

Environmental erosion and man-made disaster events directly and indirectly affect social movements by impacting on the conditions and precipitant causes of mobilizations.
