UPP 493: Special Topics in Urban Planning & Policy
Gender and the City 
3 or 4 hours. An interdisciplinary course exploring gender relations in the city. The course uses feminist and other theoretical approaches to analyzing the city and studying gender relations with an emphasis on the important role of space and urban form. Topics of the “gendered city” to be explored include work, urban politics and planning, health, activism, and safety.

Civil Rights, Social Movements & Planning in Chicago
3 or 4 hours. How social movements shaped and influenced the making of policy and government initiatives in areas of economic development, combating slums and blighted neighborhoods, open housing and tenants rights, welfare and health care reform and the fight against racial, gender and class discrimination. Serves as a planning and policy review of Chicago since the early 20th century.

Objectives

1. Students will become introduced to & familiar with various social movements of the urban period  as they have unfolded in Chicago, and,  their influences on urban planning and policy from a variety of academic perspectives-economics, political science, sociology, history, et al.
2. Students will improve their social science  research skills and communication skills through discussion  of selected subtopics  between various social movements and policy themes
3. Students will become familiar with various approaches to planning and their application to policy problems  or broader urban issues.
4. Students will gain a working familiarity with the major types –quantitative & qualitative research approaches.
