· UPP 463, 4 hours—Complexity-based Models for Planning and Policy (previously offered as UPP 555: Special Topics in Physical Planning).

· UPP 464, 4 hours—Advanced Visualization Techniques (previously offered as UPP 507: Computer Topics in Urban Planning). 

Coursework completed under the previously used course rubrics will apply towards the campus certificate. Completion of the certificate cannot substitute for a Masters Project, although work done in the certificate program may be used as a component of a Masters Project.
Those who complete the GSAV program will be issued a certificate by UIC, and completion of the certificate program will be noted on your transcript.
