ID Key 1: An identification number used for internal purposes used as a link between tables.  Key 1 lists Low Income Housing Tax Credit and HUD ID numbers. (Number field)

ID Key 2:  Same as previous, but Key 2 lists ID numbers corresponding to non Tax Credit IHDA projects as well as additional ID numbers a Tax Credit or HUD funded project may have. (Number field)

Name of development: The name of the development given by the developer and/or sponsor.  This name would appear in legal documents. (Text field)  

Address: The street address of the development site.  This should contain north, south, east and west direction for mapping purposes. (Number and text field)

City: The municipality where the development is located. (Text field)

Zip Code: The zip code of the address where the project is located. (Number field)

State/County Tract: The census tract codes used to identify state and county for the tract in which the project is located. (Number field)

Tract: The census tract in which the project is located. (Number field)

County: The county in which the development is located (Text field)

Congressional District: The U.S. Congressional district number for the area in which the project is located. (Number field)

Senatorial District: The Illinois State Senatorial district number for the area in which the project is located. (Number field)

Legislative District: The Illinois State Legislative district number for the area in which the project is located. (Number field) 

Sponsor: The organization or entity that initiated and pursued the development and that assumed responsibility to develop the project. (Text field)

Developer: The entity responsible for the development and completion of the project. (Text field)

Management: The entity that is responsible for the day-to-day management of the property after occupancy. (Text field)

                         

Phone: The phone number of the management company. (Number field)

Type of developer: Identifies the legal status of the developer such as for-profit, not-for-profit, government, private individual, corporation, etc. (Text field)

Building Type: The type of building such as single family, multi-family, townhouse or row house. (Text field)

Rehab/New Construction: Identifies if the project is a rehabilitation of an existing structure or new construction. (Text field)

Year Funded: The year in which the project was funded. (Number field)

Square footage of project: Number of square feet of project. (Number field)

Total units: The total number of units in the development. (Number field)

Non Dwelling Units: The total number of units set aside as non‑dwelling units (other than vacant). (Number Field)

Total Occupied Units: The total number of units occupied by residents. (Number field)

Vacant Units: Number of units that are not occupied in the development. (Number field)

Assisted Units: Those units in the development that receive public resources. (Number field)

Accessible units: Number of units in development adapted to accommodate person(s) with disabilities. (Number field)

Moderate-Income Units: The number of units in the development that are affordable to individuals or families that earn 80% to 120% of the area median income, where total housing expenses would not exceed 30% of aggregate household income. (Number field)

Low/Moderate-Income Units: The number of units in the development that are affordable to individuals or families that earn between 50% and 120% of the area median income, where total housing expenses would not exceed 30% of aggregate household income. (This field is used when data is not broken out into low and moderate income units). (Number field)

Low-Income Units: The number of units in the development that are affordable to individuals or families that earn between 50% and 80% of the area median income where total housing expenses would not exceed 30% of aggregate household income. (Number field)

Very-Low-Income Units: The number of  units in the development that are affordable to individuals or families who earn under 50% of the area median income where housing expenses would not exceed 30% of the total household income. (Number field)

Extremely-Low-Income Units: The number of units in the development that are affordable to individuals or families who earn less than 30 percent of the area median income where housing expenses would not exceed 30 percent of the total household income. (Number field)

Total Project Cost: The aggregate amount of money expended to develop the project. (Dollar amount field)

Total Loans: That portion of the total project cost that has been secured through borrowing or debt.  Note that loans can be secured from a variety of private and public sources at market interest rates or at rates that have varying levels of subsidy. (Dollar amount field) 

Total Grants: That portion of the total project cost that was secured through grants or gifts.  Grants may be secured from private or public sources.   Grants from private philanthropic sources that are used for project development qualify as equity. (Dollar amount field)

Total LIHTC: The total dollar figure amount for tax credits through the Low Income Housing Tax Credit program. (Dollar amount field)

Total Equity: The portion of the total project costs that was committed by the developer or investors.  The Low Income Housing Tax Credit Program is a major source of equity. (Dollar amount field) 

Total Conventional Loans: That portion of the total project costs that was secured through conventional loans at market rate interest. (Dollar amount field) 

Financial Institution: The name of the primary bank or financial institution which gave loan on project. (Text field) 

Source of information: The main source (DOH, IDHA, HUD) from which we received the information on the project. (Text field)

Info: Any additional pertinent information on the development, such as the number of buildings, its SRO status or change in ownership. (Text field) 

Year PIS (Placed in Service): The date or year development was approved to be placed in service by the funding agency. (Number field)

 

Tenant Type: The type of resident the development is primarily serving (family, elderly, disabled, homeless, etc.). (Text Field)

Program ID (1, 2 3 and 4): Additional funding sources of the project – Home, Housing Trust Fund, Mortgage Loan, Housing Partnership Program, FAF, SRO, CDBG, etc. (Text field)

Expiration Date: The date or year development is scheduled to reach the end of its affordability requirement. (Number field)
