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This course will survey the history of the Early Christian and Byzantine architecture and related visual and material culture (painting, mosaics and objects) from end of the Roman Empire in the fourth century to the fall of Constantinople to the Ottoman Turks in the fifteenth century.  Consideration will be given to both religious and secular architecture, cities and urban planning, and elite and everyday environments in Greece, Turkey, Italy, North Africa and the Eastern Mediterranean coast.  Readings will draw on art historical, archaeological, and historical methodologies.

Multiple slide id and essay exams, as well as written papers, are required.  The course is designed to appeal to students in Art History, Architecture, History, Classics and Mediterranean Studies, and Religious Studies, among others.  AH 110/111 is prerequisite.
