AH 209/ARST 209: THE ART AND ARCHAEOLOGY OF THE NEAR EAST

This course is an introduction to the ancient Near East, a region roughly equivalent to the modern Middle East, which encompassed the cultures of Mesopotamia (modern Iraq and eastern Syria), Anatolia (modern Turkey) and Persia (modern Iran).  The course begins with the first settled villages of the early Neolithic (9th millennium BC) and ends with the fall of Persia to Alexander the Great in 330 BC.  It will focus on the aspects of settlement structure, architecture, and artifacts that allow us to reconstruct their civilizations.
