3 hours. Painting, sculpture, and architecture in Italy from the fourteenth through the sixteenth centuries. Prerequisite(s): 3 hours of art history at the 100 level or consent of the instructor. AH 250 presents the art and architecture of the early Renaissance, the High Renaissance, and Mannerism in Italy, with some time devoted to late Gothic predecessors. Since a specific Renaissance architecture course is offered in the department, the emphasis in AH250 will be on painting and sculpture, though some important architecture will be included. While the development of various individual and regional styles will be central to the course, it will deal with social, economic, political, historical and iconographic considerations as well.  The required book for this course is Frederick Hartt's History of Italian Renaissance Art. There will be two mid-term exams, a final and a term paper.
