Course Description: The purpose of this course is to give students a broad view of the history and significance of Western art in the 20th century. We will focus on major movements in European and American art from the late 19th century to the postmodern moment. Through close

readings of both primary and secondary texts and written responses to art objects, we will attempt to unpack some of the 20th century's most contentious themes, such as the tension between representation and abstraction, the politics of the avant-garde and the polemics of

postmodernism. The course aims to provide students with an understanding and appreciation of this history, as well as the tools with which to write about art objects critically.
