 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1AH 450: The Arts of Renaissance Venice
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[image: image1.wmf][image: image2.wmf]Few periods in the history of post-classical Western art have equaled the invention, beauty, and influence of Renaissance Venice. Although the newly developed classicism of Florence reached “la Serenissima” (“the most serene” city, as Venice styled herself) only about 1460, by the end of the century the sculpture of Antonio Rizzo and the Lombardo family, and the painting of the Bellini family –  most particularly, Giovanni -- and their followers, brought their city to a creative level that has been rarely equaled. It was, however, in the sixteenth-century that the art of Venice reached its maturity, with the innovations and visual poetry of Giorgione, Titian (famous, for good reason, as “prince of painters”), Veronese and Tintoretto setting a standard of artistic intelligence and visual delight that has influenced Western art to our own day.

AH 450 will present the painting, sculpture and (to a lesser degree) the architecture of the fifteenth and sixteenth century in, and from, the city of Venice. As a 400 level “topics” course, AH450 will be essentially a lecture class but one in which class participation will be expected, including seminar-style discussions based on assigned readings. The course will include two mid-term exams, a final exam, and a term paper. The required texts will include Peter Humfrey, Painting in Renaissance Venice; Patricia Fortini Brown, Art and Life in Renaissance Venice;  and Norbert Huse and Wolfgang Wolters, The Art of Renaissance Venice.
