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Why is this image iconic?  What lessons about the nature of vision, visualization and visual technology do the Abu Ghraib photographs have to teach us?  What is their history?  Their art history? And how do they compare to the visualization, pictorial theory, and technology of other examples of modern warfare? Beginning with the Abu Ghraib photographs and their visual and cultural context, history and legacy, this course will look at the visualization strategies and technology of World War Two, Vietnam, the Gulf War and the War on Terror.  Attendance at a conference on the Abu Ghraib photographs is being organized by the professor for February 10 at UIC.  Attendance and participation are mandatory.
