This seminar will examine the aesthetic strategies of the 1960s/70s underlying the diversity of Conceptual practices. A broad range of artists that may be associated with Conceptualism will be considered while the historically overlapping methodologies of Fluxus, Pop, Minimalism, Postminimalism, and Arte Povera will be taken into account as well.
