AH 207: History of Modern Architecture (17396)

This course will investigate the history of Modern architecture with special emphasis on the 1919-79 period. By the end of the summer students will be familiar with the various historical contexts within which the Modern movement developed as well as with key individuals, their works, and the particular “-isms” to which they subscribed. Students will also learn about Modern landscape design, Postmodernism as a component of Modernism, and significant architecture located outside Europe and the United States (especially India, Japan, and Brazil). The course will feature slide-based lectures, small-group discussions of important historical texts, a term paper project focused on Modern architecture in Chicago, and at least one site visit.
