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AH 262 – American Art to 1945

This course will examine the art and visual culture of the United States from the first European settlers to 1945.  With attention to economic, political, social, and cultural shifts, we will track major trends and changes of the country through its art.  We will also examine developments and changes in different media, and changing perceptions of what it meant to be an American artist.  By considering the long-debated question—Is there something uniquely American about American art?—we will analyze external influences on American art, and its situation within, and contribution to, a larger global history of art.

Prerequisite(s): 3 hours of art history at the 100 level or consent of the instructor.
