AH 304: ALEXANDER THE GREAT AND THE HELLENISTIC WORLD

This course is designed to familiarize the student with the history, religion, art and architecture associated with Alexander the Great and the kingdoms created after his death. Spanning the period between roughly 350 and 31 BC, the course will concentrate on the interplay of cultures in the Eastern Mediterranean and the Near East, examining how these interactions effect the art and thought of the Greeks and their non-Greek neighbors.
