This course will survey the history of cities and related visual culture (architecture, public landscapes) from antiquity to the late 20th century.  We will examine the residential, military and religious imperatives that altered the form of cities and shaped their physical appearance, in Europe and North America.  The foundation of cities, concepts of community, and colonial practices will be among the themes of the course.

Readings will draw on scholarship in architectural history, in urban history and in political history.  Two examinations, two written papers, and engaged class participation are required.  The course is designed to appeal to students in Art History, Architecture, History, Classics and Romance Languages, among others.  AH 110/111 is prerequisite.
