This course is built on AH 480, and is concerned with the administration of visual arts organizations, their budgets, staffing, structures, accreditation, and long-range planning.  Relationships between the director and Board and between the administration and staff are explored, as well as the ways curators relate to their committees and  the outside world.  Educational programming, planning, and resource development are examined in detail, through visits to and meetings with the staff of each museum department.  Weekly readings and the completion of a grant application supplement the classroom experience.  Prerequisite, AH 480.
