Non-engineering courses may be used only if they can be justified and prior approval is
obtained from the advisor.

A maximum of 3 hours of BIOE 398 may be applied as concentration area elective hours.
A maximum of 4 hours from the following courses may be applied as concentration area
elective hours: BIOE 402, BIOE 406, BIOE 408, ENGR 400, ENGR 404, and ENGR 420.
The following Web-based courses may not be applied as concentration area electives:
ENGR 401, ENGR 402, ENGR 403, and ENGR 410.

These courses should be chosen carefully to assist the student in attaining a depth of knowledge in
his or her area of interest, with an emphasis on preparing the student for the next stage in his or her
career (e.g. industry, professional school, graduate school).
