this non-native species is an exotic, alien, invasive undesirable

Stem leaves arrow-shaped, clasping the stem.  Tiny white flowers.  
The distinctive pod is triangular, indented at the tip.  Basal leaves 
deeply and irregularly lobed or divided. 6-20 “ (15 - 51 cm) high .
