FIELD BINDWEED     (Morning Glory Family)

Showy, white or pink, funnel-shaped flowers; leaves triangular in outline (not heart-shaped). Flowers about 3/4” long. Leaves usually arrow-
shaped at the base. Blooms at the Peacock/Woodworth Prairie from the 1st week in July to the 2nd week in August. (Black spots in these 
images appear to be weevils.)
