FLOWERING SPURGE   (Spurge Family) 

White flowers, 1/4” wide, with 5 roundish petal-like part (actually bracts surrounding the tiny flowers), in an open cluster.  A whorl of leaves 
at the top of the stem; lower leaves alternate.   1-3’ (30-91 cm) high.  Blooms at the Peacock/woodworth Prairie from the 3rd week in July to 
the 2nd week of August.
