
in the Peacock Prairie at the James Woodworth Prairie PreserveFragaria virginiana
WILD STRAWBERRY     (Rose Family) 

White flowers in a small cluster (occasionally 1-flowered); flowers 1/2-1”  wide; flower cluster (or fruit) usually no taller than the leaves; 
egg-shaped leaflets are coarsely toothed; fruit red, rounded and juicy, with the seeds deeply imbedded in the surface. At the Peacock/
Woodworth Prairie, blooms about the 2nd week of April through the 2nd week of June.
