Geum alleppicum strictum 
YELLOW AVENS    (Rose Family)

Yellow flowers, 1/4” or more wide. Terminal leaflet of basal leaves wedge-shaped at base and usually deeply cleft; the next set of leaflets 
is not much smaller.  Stem somewhat hairy. 1-4’ (30-122 cm) high. At the Peacock/Woodworth Prairie, blooms about the 1st week of June 
through the 4th week of July.
