Tawny-orange,  funnel-shaped flowers, 3-4” wide. Flowers open for a day. Leaves 2’ long. 2-6’ (61-183 cm) high. Blooms at the Peacock/
Woodworth Prairie from about the 3rd week in July to the 4th week in July.
