
in the Peacock Prairie at the James Woodworth Prairie PreserveLepidium virginicum
COMMON PEPPERCRESS   (Mustard Family) 

Stem leaves narrow, mostly entire; white flowers, 1/4” wide. The basal leaves are deeply lobed and grow in a rosette.  Pods long and narrow. 
4-12” (10-30 cm) tall. At the Peacock/Woodworth Prairie, begins blooming about the 1st week in May.
