Lilium michiganense
TURK’S CAP LILY    (Lily Family) 

Nodding, large (2-4” wide) and showy, orange-red flowers, solitary or in terminal clusters; the petals and sepals curl back so the tips nearly 
touch, completely disclosing the stamens. Leaves lance-shaped mostly in whorls. Green star at center of flower not clearly defined. At the 
Peacock/Woodworth Prairie, blooms about the 1st through the 3rd  week of July.
