Group Proposal Meetings:

$Each organization is required to have at least one member present who is prepared to give a short presentation on their organization and the project/activity planned.  One person can represent two organizations to request funding for two separate projects/activities.  If two or more organizations are co-sponsoring a single project/activity, there needs to be a representative from each group present.

$The presentation should consist of a summary about the purpose of your organization and what you hope to accomplish or gain through your project/activity and a complete breakdown of the costs for your project/activity.  Presentations are informal and should be brief, 2-5 minutes.
$Group Proposal Meetings begin at 3:00 p.m. and last approximately one hour, depending on the number of applications being presented at that meeting.

$Presentations are heard by each organization in alphabetical order, with each organization member staying to hear all presentations. Anyone arriving late or leaving early without prior notice given to the Advisor or Committee Chair will be disqualified from receiving funding.
