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University Librarian Mary Case has designated $5,000 of faculty development funds for support of research. The library’s Faculty Development Allocations Committee (FDAC) invites applications from library faculty for support of their research from the research fund for FY2010. 

Funds awarded for research must be expended between July 1, 2009 and June 30, 2010. FDAC will entertain applications for funds until the funds are exhausted.  FDAC will also send periodic reminders to faculty about availability of research funds.  Funds awarded must be expended in time for Library Business Office processing before June 30, 2010.

Most expenses related to research are eligible for funding. These include, but are not limited to, student help, photocopying, mailing, consultation fees, research related software, travel for research purposes, including presentation of research at conferences, presentation materials, including posters, and special items for publications, including maps and figures.

Some expenses arguably related to research, but not eligible for funding, include equipment purchases and leasing, books and user manuals, and workshops.

Please have the subject line of your e-mail say FDAC Research Project Fund Request, followed by your name, e.g. FDAC Research Project Fund Request – Smith.

The description of your project should explain what you are doing in it, its importance, and how the requested funds will help advance your research. 

FDAC will review all applications and make recommendations to the university librarian for the distribution of funds. FDAC intends to recommend that the funds be dispersed as widely as possible among eligible applications. FDAC will notify applicants within ten days after each request.
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
