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ABSTRACT

The Swallow Press, begun in the early 1940%s in
Denvér by Alan Swallow, was a significant force in the
world of small_press publishing. By issuing the works
of authors such as Frank Waters, Janet Lewis, J. V.
Cunningham, and Anais Nin, Swallow built a one-person
operation that became known for publishing material that
was often ignored or rejected by the larger publishing
houses, but had literary merit. Following Swallow's
death in 1966, on the eve of a small press movement in
the United States, the firm was bought by four business
partners and the operation was transferred to Chicago.

The Chicago years of the Swallow press were
initially successful; however, as financial difficulties
became widespread in the publishing industry, small presses
like Swallow were greatly affected. As a resulf, in 1979,
Swallow Press entered a unique 100-year licensing agreement
with Chio University Press. ﬁnder this arrangement, the
Swallow Press was retained as an imprint and was allowed
to develop many of its own programs; however, the press
received 1ts financial support from the whole organization.

Thus, through its association with Ohio University
Press, the Swallow Press continues to publish works that

are of high gquality for which there may be little financial

gaih. The Swallow Press Archive held by the University of
Illinois at Chicago for-which this finding guide was |
prepared is an excellent primary research tool. It offers
students and scholars the chance to study in detéil the
Swallow Press and therefore to gauge the significance of

that venture in twentieth-century publishing.
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CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION

Since the beginning of the twentieth-century,
small presses and publishers have given added dimensions
to the complex world of publishing in the United States.
It has been the small publisher who has dared to sponsor
innovative and experimental literature. The significance
of the small press cannot be overlooked. Any research
into that area can only help illuminate the role that the
small press has played within the literary world and the
publishing industry. The Swallow Press Archive held by
the University of Illincis at Chicago provides excellent
primary source material for the investigation of the
publishing industry and activity of an influential small
press. The following history of the Swallow Press and the
finding guide are an attempt both to determine the impor-
tance of that collection in light of the press' history
and to provide éccess to the collection that will facilitate
any future research.

The strength of this collection is that it is the
archive of a publishing firm with a superior heritage and
a strong author list. It represents more than a ten-year

period of the firm's publishing activity in Chicago. The

collection is gquite large (about 175 linear feet) and
consists of documentation of many day-to-day operations
of a small publishing firm. This thesis is in no way
an attempt to explicate the full significance oflthe
collection; rather it is meant to serve as a bridge or
a point of access for what could be illuminating and
certainly more detailed examinations of the Swallow Press.

Any inquiry into the Swallow Press must begin with
its original owner/publisher Alan Swallow. Committed to
publishing quality fiction, poetry and criticism, Swallow
sought to promote the literary achievements of writers
who were often unrecognized or rejected by commercial
publishers. His legacy to the world of publishing was a
reputation for gquality publishing and a steadfast devotion
to his authors.

The hallmark of Swallow's original publishing
venture was certainly his loyalty to writers whose work
he both appreciated and thought deserved publication.
Since a small press is by nature a compact organization,
the publisher often provides the sole guiding spirit for
the type of material solicited and published by the press.
An examination of the Swallow years of the press vividly
i1llustrates the dramatic effect a single individual can
have on his trade. Although his was a one-man operation,
Swallow not only published an impressive list of titles,
but also saved many authors from possible oblivion.

Following Swallow's death, the press was bought
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by four Chicago business partners and its operations were
moved from Denver to Chicago. From 1968 until the end of
the 1970's, an attempt was made to continue the publishing
philosophies established by Alan Swallow. Unfortunately,
the mid-1970's brought financial difficulties to much of
the publishing industry and the Swallow Press was partic-
ularly affected. By the end of that decade, the press
was moved once again and entered into a unique 100-year
licensing agreement with Ohio University Press. Although
the locations and persohnel have changed, the Swallow Press
continues. The current overseers are still pursuing the
dreams and ideas that Alan Swallow initiated almost 45
years ago.

In many respects the UIC collection would be an
ideal starting point for research into a variety of areas
related to the twentieth-century American small press and
publishing industry. By studying an operation like the
Swallow Press in great detail, a researcher could gain
much insight into the impact of the small press on contem—
porary literature. Since the Swallow Press had such a
varied history, the transformations that occurred within
the press as its personnel and guiding forces changed are
of particular interest.

The Swallow Press set a standard not only for
small publishers, but for the larger publishing industry
as well. Detailed examinations of the archive collection

would provide information that would enable researchers

to determine the extent to which an individual, or a small
group committed to the same goals, can exert influence in
a realm as sizable and competitive as that of the American
publishing industry. In many ways, the Swallow fress'
history is not just the story of a small press, but alsc
represents the triumph of one man's ideals against great

odds and adversity.

CHAPTER II
THE ALAN SWALLOW YEARS

Alan Swallow, the guiding spirit of the Swallow
Press, was born in Powell, Wyoming, February 11, 1915.
Many of the experiences of his early life were to influence
the development of his ideas on literature and publishing.
His childhood was spent close to nature on a farm outside
Powell where from an early age he developed an attraction
to and interest in the West. Throughout his lifetime,
Swallow never ceased to identify with his native region.
Although he became a literate and scholarly man, he never
outgrew his ties to that farm in Wyoming. In later years,
Swallow's Sage imprint, which included a wide variety of
publications about the American West, accounted for nearly
one half of the material published by the Swallow Press.

Swallow's rural lifestyle also helped him develop
a deep appreciation for solitude and quiet time that could
be spent reading. During the summer of his sixteenth year,
spent working in a filling station in Gardner, Montana, he

discovered the Little Blue Books. About that experience,

said,

I did not have much money for books, but I discovered
then the Haldeman-Julius publications of Little Blue
Books and similar materials. One could buy the
Little Blue Books twenty for a dollar and the larger

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books ten for a dollar, and during the summer I
bought probably two hundred and fifty.l

The Little Blue Books probably influenced Swallow

more than he could have imagined at the time. He was
attracted initially to them because they offered good
literature at inexpensive prices. Also, through the
Haldeman-Julius publications of magazines he learned
of "little magazines" for the first time.2 He was most
impressed by the policy of these magazines to publish
quality material regardless of the financial results.
Ultimately, these concepts formed the seed from which
Swallow would later develop his publishing philosophies.'
While Swallow attended the University of Wyoming
as a undergraduate, he wrote and submitted poetry to
several of the little magazines with which he had become
acquainted. In his sophomore year he decided to begin
his own little magazine called Sage. The basic idea
behind this magazine was to solicit local talent at the
start and hope that the scope of Sage would eventually
extend beyond the University of Wyoming. Although Swallow
eventually lost contact with Sage when he left the
university, his interest in little magazines never waned.

Swallow's college experience with Sage heightened his

enthusiasm for small magazines and aroused his interest
in the art of publishing.l

During his years at Laramie, Swallow met and

married his wife Mae, who worked for a time at the Southern

Review. He spent the three years from 1937 to 1940 in
graduate study at Louisiana State University, where he
studied under Cleanth Brooks and Rcbert Penn Warren and
came into contact with the New Criticism, a body of
criticism that centers on the work as an object in itself.
The criticism of Brooks and Penn Warren exemplified this
attempt to focus strictly on the text and its language,
symbolism, and structure. Although he adopted many of
these ideas, they became personal convictions rather than
ideclogies which he unguestionably followed. Throughout
his life, Swallow relied on his own judgments and never
allowed ideas to influence his when he thought them to be
unsound.

In 1940, Swallow became an instructor at the
University of New Mexico. It was a career that he would
pursue for quite some time before entering publishing
on a full-time basis. From 1942-43, he served as associate
professor of English at Western State College in Gunnison,
Colorado and then taught at the University of Denver from
1946 to 1954 as an assistant professor. It was during
this time that Swallow honed and passed on many of his

ideas of writing and publishing. His teaching method was

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to analyze a manuscript in as detached a manner as possible,
trying to separate the work from the writer. As Mark
Harris, one of Swallow's former students, said, "The great
test lay in learning--for, again, he never told ﬁs—-how to
hear the work itself apart from person, how to receive the
work of a fellow-student as if it were an accepted
classic."l Throughout his teaching and publishing career,
Swallow, affirming the values of the New Criticism never
ceased to evaluate a work on its own merits, disregarding,
if at all possible, any preconceived notions of the quality
of the writing. He seemed to have a remarkable sense for
style and could read rapidly the work of others and
evaluate it accurately for its intrinsic worth.2

Although Swallow's profession for many years was
that of teacher, his avocation remained publishing. In
1939, he borrowed money from his father to buy a secondhand
Kelsey hand press and all the necessary furniture and paper
he needed for his own printing. He gained the necessary
knowledge by reading everything available about the
history of type, printing, and typography and by setting

out to print.. His first endeavor was called Signets: An

Anthology of Beginnings and was followed by a series of

Swallow pamphlets. Although Swallow still had in mind

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the idea to publish a little magazine, he was beginning
to see a need for the same type of publishing philosophy
in other areas of the industry.l

During this tiﬁe Swallow realized that éeneral
book publishing should also make material of high
caliber available without regard to commercial success.
That he marketed his first published bock for $1.00 a
copy indicated the direction of his intentions. "The
idea of making books, both as objects in themselves and
as the natural means of discourse, was the logic of his
life.“2 That logic was inextricably joined to his ideas
of publishing and formed the basis on which the Swallow
Press was founded.

From 1940 to the end of his life, Swallow was
the founder, owner, and single employee of his own
publishing firm. By 1942, he had added to his operation
by doing odd jobs of printing for hire. By printing
stationery, letterheads, and invitations, Swallow was
able in part to help finance his larger printing endeavors.
The press facility that handled these jobs became known
as the Big Mountain Press, which would later provide
sound book manufacturing to areas where there was little
knowledge of the professional book trade. This service

acted as printer and sometimes distributor for the books

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of museums, historical societies, and churches.1

For approximately a year, while he was in
Albuquerque, Swallow worked with Horace Critchlow, a
graduate student at the University of New Mexico, who
was also interested in publishing. From a garage near
the university they published jointly under the name
Swallow and Critchlow, while Swallow continued on his

own to issue a poetry magazine called Modern Verse,

which he had begun in 1940. The partnership had to be
dissolved in 1942 when Critchlow was called into the army.
That same year Swallow went to Western State College to
teach English. By this time he had also been asked to

become the poetry editor of the New Mexico Quarterly Review,

a position he held even during a stint in the army from
1943 to 1945, By 1946, however, Swallow moved to Denver
tc begin teaching at the university.2 1t was here that
Swallow would make his permanent home and begin to issue
the bulk of the Swallow Press output.

Swallow's desire to create alternative ways to
publish never diminished. In 1%46, he approached several
of the larger publishing houses in New York with a plan
of cooperative publishing between a commercial house and

a small personal publisher. It was Swallow's idea "to

do some of the smaller things as before with the small

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press and with the Alan Swallow imprint in Denver, but
that certain types of books might well make a go of it on
the commercial market through a joint arrangement with a
New York publisher."1 Thus it was that from 1948 to
1951 twenty-one titles appeared under the joint imprint,
“"The Swallow Press and William Morrow and Company."

There were problems, however, with this idea.
Swallow discovered that many of the authors with whom he
worked were not appropriate for the larger commercial
market. Furthermore, even with the advantages of having
New York salesmen and the other operations of a larger
publisher, the books did not sell that much better to
warrant the extra costs incurred. Thus,in 1951, the
partnership with William Morrow was amicably dissolved
and the operations transferred back to Denver.2

The subject of many of those early publishing
efforts by Swallow was his first love, poetry. He was
most interested in the problems of the poet and thought
that the small press was an ideal home for poetry pub-
lications. More than most writers the poet was often
at a loss to find a market for his work. Swallow wanted
to help alleviate that problem.

In time, Swallow developed an impressive list

of poets who were intensely loyal to him. Of course,

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Swallow was equally as steadfast in his devotion. He
never considered any work he published to be a commercial
venture. He published what he liked and what he wanted
to publish,and his faith in young writers often gave them
faith in themselves. "Every Alan Swallow book of verse
[was] edited, designed, printed, bound, and marketed
exclusively by Swallow in the garage of his modest home
in the University Park section of Denver. . . ."1

In 1947, Swallow had discovered that Critchlow
was in Denver. Not onl§ did he want to gain access to the
improved printing equipment that Critchlow owned but
Swallow was also desirous of developing a market for
regional books about the West. Since Critchlow again
expressed interest in publishing, he and Swallow formed
a small corporation called Sage Books, Inc. to handle

those regional works.2

From 1947 to 1948, Swallow published Advance Guard,

a journal which included notices of little magazines and
critical essays. The fourth and final issue of Advance
Guard was reproduced as the first volume of the Index to

Little Magazines. Through this index Swallow wanted to

make the material of little magazines available to students,

scholars, and teachers.

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By having the index accepted by libraries, Swallow
was able to establish a collection of assured subscriptions
which secured the future of the index. Indirectly Swallow
also aided little magazines, since he accepted only the
best to include in the Index. Thus, the suggestion was
subtly made that the magazines improve their quality.l
The Index, which started as a rather modest venture, is
now a standard bibliographic source and covers in succession
the years from 1948 to the present.

Concurrent with the development of Sage Books,
Swallow was asked to become director of the University of
Denver Press. Surprisingly, Swallow was then still
pursuing publishing on only a part-time basis. He continued
to teach until 1954 when he resigned from the English
department at the University of Denver and devoted all
of his energy to full-time publishing. Unfortunately, due
to financial difficulties, the University of Denver Press
was forced to disband by 1953. It was also at about this
time that Critchlow decided to leave Denver for California,
and he and Swallow brought their association to an end.
As a result Swallow took over operations of Sage Books,
dissolved the corporation, and added Sage as a sub-imprint
of Swallow Press.2 From 1954 until the end of his career,

Swallow published primarily under the resultant Sage and

Swallow imprints.

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Although it may not have seemed significant at
the time, Sage Books ultimately accounted for approximately
one~-half of Swallow's publishing effort. Swallow continued
to believe that,because of size limitations, poetry and
original works of criticism were the most appropriate
types of literature for a small publisher; however, he
was interested in any work with merit, including his
regional list.

Sage Books [was] continued with its interest
and material in the American West, and through
experiment and development that imprint [was]
broadened to include guite a considerable variety
of books, from even some fiction to what might be
called strict Western Americans, from scientific
materials to guide books. In it I . . . resisted
the purely ephemeral and tourist type of material
as much as I could in favor of gambling with
perhaps slower moving but more solid books that
were as much as possible definitive in thelir areas
and that have considerable life expectancy for sales,
in many cases twenty or thirty years.!

As a result, Swallow was seen by many in the publishing
trade only as a specialist in regional books about the
West. This became an easy way of dismissing the force
that Swallow was beginning to exert in the publishing
industry; in fact, Swallow published a wide variety of
general fiction, poetry, and criticism, and never
emphasized one area of interest more than another.2

Unfortunately for Swallow, this stigma was to stay with

him much of his career.

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By the time that Swallow began to devote all his
efforts to publishing, he already had a substantial list
of books which he had published under the imprints of Alan
Swallow, Sage Books, Swallow Press and William Mbrrow and
Company, and the University of Denver Press. This was made
even more amazing since he continued as a one-man operation.
In one year, he alone packaged, addressed, and mailed some
70,000 books from his Denver garage.l He performed
virtually every function in the bookmaking process from
writer, editor, and publisher to printer, designer,
typesetter, clerk, and secretary. Swallow often joked
that if he had been able he would have made the paper

as well.2

Swallow was also a practitioner of the old way of
publishing. On the rare occasion when he did have an
apprentice working for him, he would ask that the apprentice
first learn letter press printing and begin at the bottom
and work to the top in the business. Once the fundamentals
were mastered, the apprentice would move on to offset
production and the financial aspects of publishing.3
Indeed, Swallow had learned his trade in this manner, and

it certainly seemed to be an effective method for learning

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all angles of the business which was essential for any
small publisher.

Although financial reasons generally accpunted for
his small operation, he also desired to maintain editorial
control over what he published. 1In fact, after Critchlow
left, he refused to take on a partner since he did not
want to share the responsibility, especially in the area
of literary judgment.l Swallow had confidence in his own
opinions:

Believing that the number of publishers who prized
their literary qualifications had nearly disappeared,
Alan Swallow considered his principal editorial task
to be his faith in his own unaided judgment. The

books would be tested by his own standards, not by

sales, reviewers, or the opinion of the New York
publishers.?

Swallow very much published for his own taste and, by
doing so, knew that he was not part of the vast majority
of publishers who did otherwise.

In 1959, Swallow entered the field of paperback
books by issuing the first five titles in the Swallow
Paperbook series. These included reprint and original
editions of fiction, poetry, and scholarly non-fiction.
Western Sage Paperbooks was started in 1961 as Swallow
continued to preside over a growth in title output. In

that year alone he issued 30 titles while continuing to

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work from his Denver garage and sometimes doing the
printing on his old handpress.1
Because of the types of material that Swallow
issued, he had difficulty throughout his career éaining
the respect of the reviewing media that could help bring
a book to the public's attention. Although small presses
and little magazines were becoming the sphere in which
more creative or experimental literature could develop,
many newspapers and magazines never reviewed the titles
put out by small pressed. To the New York critics, Swallow
was a provincial publisher who was not in the mainstream
of the industry and therefore did not warrant the attention
given to the major publishing houses. It is to Swallow's
credit that he overcame much of this antagonism and by
the end of his publishing career had gained the respect
of many independent critics.2
From the beginning, Swallow was committed to good

writing and not personal gain. He believed quite strongly
that his publishing activity was supporting a native
literature for America and that his efforts were a
necessary part of the struggle against the power held
by large institutions.

In effect he said that the notion is mistaken to think

that what the New York publishers do and what he does

are in kind alike merely because both produce books.
The practices differ fundamentally, radically. At

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the center of Swallow's publishing enterprise was

the conviction that new poets must be heard and

the elder poets must continue to be heard.l

The publications of the Swallow Press were, however,

never limited to any pérticular literary genre.l Swallow's
steadfast commitment to publishing guality fiction, poetry,
and criticism enabled him to promote the literary achieve-
ments of writers who were often unrecognized or rejected
by commercial publishers. He developed his author lists
with meticulous care. For example, the works of new poets
were read repeatedly during the publishing process. He
would publish two to four volumes of poetry a year in an
effort to give a new poet the chance to be read. His
publishing program also included a number of second or
later books of poets whose work he had already published.

The poetry list included Yvor Winters' Collected Poems

and Early Poems; Janet Lewis' Poems 1924-1844; J. V.

Cunningham's Exclusions of a Rhyme and Howard Baker's

Ode to the Sea and Other Poems.2 By the 1960's Swallow

had developed such a strong rapport with the world of
peetry that he was receiving about 500 poetry manuscripts
a year,

One of Swallow's most successful accomplishments
as a publisher was the varied list of authors whose works

he published. The range of Swallow's publications knew

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no bounds; he was as willing to publish the poetry of
Wintexrs as he was the novels of Anais Nin and Frank Waters.
Furthermore, not only was Swallow's author list diverse,
but it alsc represented many writers who made significant
contributions to twentieth-century literature.

Anais Nin, whose Diary became one of the outstanding
literary works of the twentieth century, approached Swallow
after her publishers let her books go out of print. Swallow
reissued many of her novels and, as a result, when Nin
wanted to publish her Diary, she again came to Swallow.

The Diary, however, was too large a job for a small press,
and it was finally issued under a joint imprint of Swallow,
Harcourt Brace and World. When the Diary became a critical
and financial success, Nin gave all the credit to Swallow.
"If he had not kept the other books in print the Diary
might never have been published."1

Another example of a Swallow success story was

Frank Water's The Man Who Killed the Deer, which was first

published in 1941. Swallow reissued it as a University
of Denver Press title in 1951, and, although much admired
by the critics as one of the very best treatments of the
American Indian, it was not successful. Nevertheless,
Swallow believed in the book and his judgment; when the
book went out of print he reissued it again, but under
the Alan Swallow imprint. Although the immediate result

was still the same, in time, The Man Who Killed the Deer

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was issued in German, British, and French editions and even
in paperback, and came to be used in literature courses in
high schools and universities. As Frank Waters himself
said,
I can say without false modesty, that I can take
little credit for the book, for it has never seemed
mine. It came unbidden through me to lead a life of
its own, a life that Alan recognized and nourished.l
Swallow was also interested in publishing literary
criticism, but he was less interested in collections of

essays than in sustained works of critical thought. 1In

1948, he published Allen Tate's On the Limits of Poetry

and in 1959 his Collected Essays. Swallow issued and,

at times, reissued the works of Yvor Winters and J. V.
Cunningham, and his contributions to the literary careers
of these authors did not go unrecognized. As Winters'

In Defense of Reason took a permanent place in literary

history, the author recognized that
+ « . Swallow had the courage of his convictions;
he stood by his evaluations to the end. He was my
publisher for twenty years, and he kept me in print;
the big houses in the East allowed my distinguished
contemporaries to lapse from print after one edition.
Swallow's career as a publisher was exemplified
by a willingness to work hard, to accept minimal financial
rewards, and to do whatever else needed to be done to

continue publishing work in which he believed. His

commitment to publishing has made him the model and

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idol for many current small publishers.1 In 1965 alone,
Swallow singlehandedly issued fifty-one titles under the
various Swallow imprints.

Unfortunately,.Swallow's career was to eﬁd just
as it was becoming most successful. His lifelong passion
for fast cars and motorcycles resulted in several serious
accidents that brought on a general debilitation of his
health. Clearly, Swallow lived all aspects of his life
in the same manner in which he ran his publishing firm.
He was willing to take c¢hances, no patter what the risks,
to accomplish something he believed in and cared about.

Alan Swallow died on Thanksgiving Day in 1966.
In his 26 years of publishing he left behind some 400
titles, which were almost evenly divided between his
interest in literary works and books about the West. In
many ways he died at the peak of his career and on the
brink of the small press movement of the latter half of
the 1960's. Still his career marked a significant turning
point in the small press tradition in the U.S.2

The significance of the role Swallow played in
twentieth-century literature was, and continues to be,
almost inestimable. Not only did he make major contri-
butions to the circles of poetry, literary criticism,
and fiction, but he stands as a fine example of how one

man can succeed against great odds. "Yet completely

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disregarding the accepted rules of the publishing game,
he not only managed to survive the vicissitude of a
materialistic business world, but was successful in
extending his influence across the nation and abroad.“1

Indeed, Swallow left a legacy not only to the
literary world, but to the world of publishing as well,
The authors whose lives he touched and whose careers he
promoted, form an elite group of individuals who learned
at the hand of a master. The significance of Swallow's
career may in some part'be measured by the continuation
of his press. Indeed, following his death, the Swallow
imprint did not disappear. The enterprise that had begun
over twenty years earlier was itself saved from oblivion
and the ideals of Alan Swallow were preserved and continued

by another generation.

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CHAPTER III
THE SMALL PRESS MOVEMENT

The death of Alan Swallow in 1966 and the subsequent
transference of the press from Denver to Chicago occurred
on the eve of a small press movement in the United States.
The reasons for the growth of small presses were several,
but the driving force behind it was that

« « « from 1968 on, ever increasing numbers of
writers, editors, photographers, artists, and
literature lovers . . . [decided] that they [werel}
unwilling to enter the rounds of submission and
rejection with the big companies and [chose]
instead to do the job themselves.l

The general acceptance of this philosophy was
aided by changes in many social currents as well as
technological advances in the publishing industry.

Indeed, the sixties were a time of upheaval and change,
and an increasing number of college students and amateur
writers were producing large volumes of material suitable
for the small press. Furthermore, grant money from the
National Endowment for the Arts and other art councils

provided greater financial stability for segments of the

small press industry.2

The sixties also saw the rise of the self-help or
do-it-yourself trend. This widespread movement permeated
all areas of life, including religion and politips. A
general desire to turn away from established ways of doing
things resulted in an increased independence with all the
media, especially film and print. Many underground
publications became the voice for this movement, and
although major publishers tried to serve this market,
they only partially succeeded. Ultimately, the large
houses failed to understand completely the reasons behind
this trend and were also often separated geographically
from the centers of change.l

The small press, however, was often located wherever
the new culture was located, i.e. in the major college and
university towns. By maintaining closer contact with the
sources of change, small presses much more ably served
the needs of the growing political and social movements.
The larger houses were also unable to risk publishing what
was not considered a safe seller. It was difficult for
them to gamble on something that was offbeat or appealed
to a specific market since the resulting sales might be
too limited.2 It, therefore, became the responsibility of
small presses to publish, as Alan Swallow had, material

that had literary merit, but was too new or different

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for the commercial house to consider.

Concurrent with this general shift in attitude
were the revolutionary techniques being developed for
photo-offset production. Indeed, from 1960 on there had
been a gradual shift from letterpress to offset production,
but the addition of photographic technology offered
flexibility that had not been previously known. Since
printing plates could be produced from photographic neg-
atives, anything that could be photographed could be
printed. These new methods resulted in substantial savings
of production costs and therefore offered small presses a
way to ease some of the financial burden created by scome
of the more traditional printing methods.l

Yet another contributing factor to the small press
movement in the 1960's was the change in the status of
paperbacks. During the fifties and sixties, as paperbacks
became much more generally accepted by the reading audience,
small presses were able to produce and sell their titles
more cheaply. Since most small presses operated with too
little money and time, paperback production became an
effective method- for marketing their public:ations.2

A major boost to small pressmanship was provided
by the formation of the Committee of Small Magazines
Editors and Publishers (COSMEP). Since its inception in

1968 this "union" has fostered a sense of community among

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small presses and has provided a forum for dealing with
the problems of promotion and distribution. The eclectic
and often scattered small presses have become united under
COSMEP; by 1977 it boasted a membership of 1200, almost
1100 more than when it started. As a result of COSMEP's
growth, small presses now "have greater individual capac-
ities to produce--more technical know-how, more access
to machinery, and enlarging audience, more grants, and
more mercantile cohesion.“l

Nevertheless, tﬁe small press still faces such
problems as lack of money, time, staff, and energy. Since
there is no small press equivalent of Baker and Taylor to
coordinate library ordering of material, the small press
is forced to depend on its own ingenuity. The lack of
funds most obviously affects the small press' ability to
advertise and promote its publications adequately.
Furthermore, although there has been increased interest
in small presses by the reviewing media and by the

establishment of journals such as the Small Press Review,

it is still an uphill struggle.2 As was true in Alan
Swallow's day, the small press still receives little
attention from the major reviewing media. This problem,
combined with a glut of titles on the market, results in

an almost certain lack of widespread notice for small

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press publications.1

Many small presses are still largely run by single
individuals who perform every function in the publishing
process. These individuals include teachers andllibrarians,
who do their publishing from their home during their spare
time. "Publishing may be the only media activity left in
which the whole process, from conception to product, can be
performed by a single individual."2 The result of this
style of publishing allows for a greater diversity of
publications and providés an outlet for an even larger
amount of material to gain notice and acceptance.

The structure of many small presses does, however,
vary from the more traditional one-person operations. The
small presses of today may be profit or non-profit cor-
porations, partnerships, institutes, or collectives. The
collective is perhaps the most novel structure in use,
since it often consists of a cooperative arrangement
between a number of authors. Within this type of system
every member (usually there are between five and twenty)
contributes capital, and the collective publishes one book
from each author until every member has been published,
whereafter the cycle is repeated.3

Obviously, the small press movement has taken hold.

Although small presses have gained increased recognition,

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the myriad of problems that still plague small presses
should not be ignored. Future changes in small publishing
will probably involve more cooperative efforts such as
the development of regional distribution systemsland
ordering agencies to reach the library market.
It is conceivable that small presses will find
(as many larger houses have) that mergers are an effective
way to continue operation and still cut expenses.
Furthermore, as Alan Swallow discovered twenty years
earlier, the addition of titles of reference books,
cookbooks, or regional works helps give the press greater
appeal by creating a balance with the literary output.
Indeed, this trend is already beginning as many small
and literary presses have greatly diversified their
publications.l
For the approximate 2000 small presses in the

United States today, the problems will continue. It is
clear, however, that great strides have been made and that
many more are still needed.

The gmall presses have come to stay. They will

continue to present literary work that is worthly

or experimental and non-fiction that is useful

and timely. Librarians can expect to hear more
from these publishers.?

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CHAPTER IV
THE CHICAGO YEARS OF THE SWALLOW PRESS

The death of Alan Swallow in 1966 was thought by
many to be the end of an era. The future of the Swallow
Press was uncertain; as a result, so were the careers of
the authors who had been devoted to Swallow for so many
years. Indeed, since Alan Swallow had been the guiding
force of the press and had conducted his business alone,
there seemed to be no one to take on the responsibility
of the press and to pursue Alan Swallow's dreams.

For the year following Swallow's death, Mae Swallow
and her attorney, Martin Miller, attempted to continue the
operations of the Swallow Press, but managed only marginal
business. Since the estate had failed to list the Swallow

and Sage titles in Books in Print in 1967, many bookstores,

libraries, and schools thought that the Swallow Press
activities died with Alan Swallow.l Although there were
New York publishing houses, as well as several individuals,
interested in the press, they were either not suited to
continue Swallow's ideas or could not finance a transaction.
To sell the press under such circumstances would have

clearly seemed counter to the original philosophies of

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the preSS.1

Coincidentally, Morton Weisman of A. C. McClurg,
a wholesale book distributor, happened to be playing golf
with Martin Miller in Las Vegas in August of 1967. Weisman,
who was familiar with Swallow Press and had always admired
Alan Swallow, was immediately interested in the prospect
of buying the press. Apparently, before the end of the
round, Weisman and Miller had reached an agreement.2
Swallow Press would continue, but would move its operations
from Denver to Chicago.i

To help with this business transaction, Weisman
contacted Durrett Wagner, dean of XKendall College in
Evanston, Illinois; Robert Robin, a lawyer who had an
interest in scholarly books; and Robert Weisman, Morton
Weisman's brother and president of Carl J. Liebel, the
west coast division of A, C. McGlurg. Almest imnmediately
the four partners went to Denver to meet with Mae Swallow
and Miller, who were impressed with the Chicago group's
interest and love of books.

In a2 form letter to the Swallow Press authors, Mae
Swallow stated that Weisman and Wagner combined "the lit-
erary judgment, technical knowledge and financial stability

necessary . . . to continue Alan's work and to project his

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goals."l As a result of their initial impressions, Swallow
and Miller decided to sell the company with the hope that
Weisman and the others could continue the original concept
of the Swallow Press.2 |

In July of 1967, a contract was signed with the
Swallow estate and on August 1, 1967, the business was
officially transferred to Swallow Press, Inc. in Chicago.
Wagner resigned as dean of Kendall College to take over the
full-time management of the press, while Weisman continued
at A, C. McClurg and worked with the press on a part-time
basis. The two other partners, Robin and Weisman, never
became actively involved in the operations of the press
and eventually left the partnership.3

The first full year following the press' move to
Chicago was filled with unexpected difficulties. Many of
the western authors and bookstores distrusted the new press,
and the poets and poetry outlets feared that the Chicago
press might discontinue the poetry line. As a result in
1968, the Swallow press issued only four new titles, but
did set an ambitious goal of thirty for 1969.4

Internal problems were further complicated by Alan

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Swallow's lack of record keeping. 1In a 1968 letter to
Swallow authors, Wagner wrote:
Alan Swallow had a wonderfully personal relationship
with his authors. One facet of this was the. verbal
agreements he made with some of you. The unfortunate
aspect of this virtue, combined with the fact that he
carried much of the business in his head, is that
naturally it is difficult to reconstruct fully his
operation.
Consequently it was difficult for the Chicago firm to
determine what was in print, out of stock, and what authors
were owed royalties.

Slowly the Chicago firm was able to prove that it
wished to continue the Alan Swallow tradition to produce
exceptional poetry, criticism, fiction, and Western
Americana. As many of the Swallow authors accepted the
press, so too did the publishing industry in Chicago. It
was soon realized that the Swallow Press and its tradition
could only add to the literary life of Chicago. Indeed,
the move of the press from Denver to Chicago represented
more than the transfer of the name and operations from
one city to another. When Swallow moved to Chicago it
brought with it a reputation for successfully publishing
quality material and surviving the rigors of competition

with the commercial publishing houses.2

The year 1968 continued to be one of regrouping for

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the Swallow Press. Wagner and Weisman decided to publish
a catalog and this, alohg with the return of Swallow

listings in Books in Print, helped teo notify the literary

and publishing world that the press was still vefy much in
operation. Problems continued, however, as boxes of
manuscripts, some unread, continued to be forwarded from
Denver and new manuscripts began to arrive. As a result,
Wagner hired Michael Anania to handle poetry and John
Jenkin to oversee Sage Books. It was not until the middle
of 1969 that the firm was able to clear out the backlog
and keep up with the incoming work.1

As the business of 1968 continued to overwhelm the
small firm, Wagner also hired Shirley Kopatz of Basic Books
in New York. She came to the press full-time in April to
work with promotion and advertising. Kopatz was able to
relieve much of the pressure from Wagner and brought a good
deal of small business experience to the firm.2

In August of 1968, Weisman sold his interest in
A. C. McClurg and by January of 1969 came to the Swallow
Press as full-time president and production manager.
Wagner was vice-president and editor-in-chief, while Kopatz
served as secretary-treasurer and remained in charge of
advertising, publicity, and sales. The Swallow Press of

Chicago had managed to develop a small, cohesive staff

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devoted to the press and the publication of guality
material.

As the firm began to catch up with the backlog in
1969, it also actively.sought new authors and planned new
books. The press brought out thirty new titles that year,
which drew attention to the press. Sales were increased
two and one-~-half times over the previous year and, as the
firm stated in a letter to its authors, "Books published
so far have been well received; reviews and critical notices
have been uniformly good and have appeared everywhere from

the New York Times to the Journal of the West, from the New

York Review of Books to the L.A. Free Press.“l

The literary community was most pleased to realize
that the Chicago firm very much wished to continue pub-
lishing guality fiction. Clinging to one of Alan Swallow's
traditions of seeking alternative publishing methods, the
press began a Poetry Europe series which was simultaneously
published by Swallow and by Rapp and Whiting in London.
Although by 196%, nine volumes were published, only five
were distributed for review. The series included works such

as In the Year of the Strike by Remco Campert of Holland

and An Idiom of Right by Pierre Jean Jouve, a French poet.2

While the press continued operations using the

1Durrett Wagner and Morton Weisman, letter, 1969,
Swallow Press Archives, Box 67, File 1437, University at
Chicago, Chicago, Illinois.

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Sage and Swallow imprints, Big Mountain Books, which had
handled vanity publishing, was discontinued.l The firm still
tried to resist the temptation to publish works simply for
profit., By 1974, howeﬁer, Weisman admitted thatlit was
necessary to seek material that would be commercially
successful without compromising the integrity of the firm.2
Indeed, the press issued reprints of Frank Waters' Pumpkin

Seed Point and Shadow of Thunder and redesigned and

reprinted such works as Perry Eberhart's Treasure Tales of

the Rockies and Guide to Colorado Ghost Towns and Mining

Camps .

Although Swallow Press continued to appeal to the
academic community, one of its biggest problems, and indeed
one of the problems of small publishers in general, was the
lack of substantial sales to libraries. This problem was
compounded because the Nixon administration had cut off
federal funding to libraries. Since many institutions
relied heavily on this type of support for acquisitions,
the lack of funds also became another obstacle for those
publishing houses that relied on library distribution.3

The Chicago firm continued to face many of the same
problems that Alan Swallow had confronted. Small presses
still were not recognized by the eastern publishing houses

or reviewing media. Presses like Swallow were virtually

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ignored and received little if any notice in the New York

Times, New Yorker, Time, and Newsweek. While a good review

from one of the major review publications could insure the
sales and purchase of paperback rights to a work, reviews
of Swallow Press titles were often more regionally limited.

Publications like the Denver Post and the Journal of the

West, while always interested in Swallow Press material,
simply could not offer broad exposure to the press' works.l
This problem was more vividly illustrated in 1973

with the publication of the Anais Nin Reader.

We published a very important book from a very
important writer in April, The Anais Nin Reader,

but who in New York paid any attention to it? Despite
the fact that we're ignored, we are selling 55,000

to 65,000 copies of Anais Nin in ten Swallow paperbacks
every year.

Chicago in some ways seemed to be an ideal location
for the Swallow Press. Not only was publishing in Chicago
growing by 1973, it was changing and diversifying. There
were the educational houses of Scott, Foresman and Randg
McNally, as well as smaller houses such as Regnery, which
was producing approximately 100 new titles a year.3
Furthermore, Chicago seemed to be in an area much less
restricted by the larger publishing houses' conformity in
marketing and bock selection. Since many believed that

there was an enormous amount of untapped talent in the

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Midwest. Chicago was ideally situated to take advantage
. of ’t'_hi'.=.'.."L "There seemed to be no real reason why Chicago,
long a world center for printing and the graphic arts,
[could not] be a major.book publishing city as well."2
Unfortunately, these few advantages could not
outweigh the financial difficulties that were about to
confront the Swallow Press and the publishing industry.
The year 1973 was for many the most difficult in American
publishing history, and presses like Swallow were partic-
ularly affected. The cost of paper alone increased 45%
in that year, and Swallow was forced to cut back as a
result.3 Instead of trying to produce twenty-five to
thirty books a year, the press planned only half that
. number for 1974-75, and that did not include any new
cloth poetry books. "The general economic conditions, high
costs of money, shortage and high cost of paper, and slow
receivable collection have created an environment forcing
many, including Swallow, to slow down."4
For the first time, the Swallow Press was forced
to make decisions that were strictly economic and not
qualitative. The press decided in 1973 not to continue to

issue reprints, but rather to invest its economic resources

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in printing books that had not been published elsewhere.
In a 1973 letter to author George Beam, Weisman lamented

that

. - . publishing, like politics, requires a great

deal of money; and like politics, the good are not

always rewarded with victory. We are sorry we are

forced to make some decisions which are purely

economic.

In the years following 1975, the Swallow Press

issued very few publications, although the 1978 spring/
summer catalog still included gquite an array of available

titles, ranging from Geérge Anastaplo's Human Being and

Citizen to Wines of the Midwest by Ruth Ellen Church.

Weisman and Wagner had tried under most difficult circum-
stances to continue the work Alan Swallow had begun in the
1940's. Unfortunately, many external economic pressures
converged to affect greatly the publishing industry during
the 1970's; Swallow Press could not afford to continue
operations under such circumstances.

However, in 1979, the Swallow Press was able to
counteract many of its problems as it entered into a unique
100-year licensing agreement with Ohio University Press.
This transaction is thought by many to be the first such
merger between a commercial publisher and a university
press, which is state owned, subsidized, non-profit, and
tax exempt. According to Kirby Westheimer, president of

Publishers Development Corporation, who acted on behalf of-

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Weisman and conceived the idea, the balance sheets and
operating statements of the Swallow Press were reshaped
to conform to the guidelines of a university-owned
publishing Operation.l. |

Also, according to the original agreement, Weisman
continued to head the Swallow Press operation; the terms
of the licensing agreement are to be reviewed at the end
of each ten-year period. As a result of this agreement,
the university press acquired the inventory of the Swallow
Press, which included a backlist of 500 titles in 1979,
and the right to use its imprint.2 However, all titles
previously published by Swallow remained Swallow Press
titles.

Not only was the financial merger of these two
operations unigue, but the association provided each press
with a joint list of authors and titles which was more
substantial than the presses' separate lists. Indeed,
Ohio University Press and Swallow Press complemented each
other to such a degree that the university's frontlists
and backlists were doubled overnight. By 1978, Ohio had
published twenty new titles and seven reprints. In 1980,
the press issued fifty-one new titles and twenty-four
reprints, Those numbers were sixty-three and seven,

respectively, in 1981 and currently Ohio publishes forty

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to fifty new titles and about ten to fifteen reprints

per year,

The association between the two presses had other
advantages as well. Indeed, Swallow Press could embark
on a long-term publishing program while receiving the
necessary financial support from Ohio University Press.
Furthermore, while a university press such as Ohio is
characterized by its lists of academic titles and
orientation to the researcher, it must also be prepared
to publish small-run material that commercial publishers
cannot afford to do. Ironically, Swallow Press, from
its very beginning with Alan Swallow, considered it
important to publish not only literary works of merit,
but also that material which commercial publishers were
unwilling or unable to do.2 The differences between a
university press like Chic and Swallow Press are in name
only; the publishing concepts and practices are very
similar.

The joint operation of the two presses is mutually
beneficial to their sales. Ohio gains added advertising
from the marketing done by Swallow, while Swallow Press
benefits from Ohio's marketing to libraries. Furthermore,
at the time of the transaction, Patricia Elisar, director

of Ohio University Press, stated that the agreement would

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help to reduce the university press' subsidy, although
inflation might keep the press from realizing a surplus
within the first ten years.l

The Swallow Press has indeed survived many adverse
circumstances. Although the press has changed personnel
for the second time in its history, the philosophies and
ideas developed by Alan Swallow in the 1940's are still
being pursued by the association between Swallow and Ohio
University Press., The press continues to publish material
which is often unrecognized by large commercial publishers

but still considered to have literary merit.

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CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION

When Alan Swallow began publishing in the 1940's,
he operated according to a certain set of perscnal beliefs.
These ideas ultimately shaped his entire publishing career,
and he became a role model for many small publishers. The
way he tried to run the day-to-day operations of his press
was perhaps not so different from other small publishers;
however, what separated Swallow from the rest was his
steadfast devotion to his authors and his commitment to
publish material for its literary merit rather than for
any potential financial rewards.

As the press underwent changes following Swallow's
death, so too did the publishing industry. Although the
Chicago firm was dedicated to carrying on Swallow's ideas,
external financial pressures became too overwhelming.
Furthermore, it is possible that the press never really
ovefcame the problems that became evident when the firm
was transferred from Denver to Chicago. Alan Swallow's
lack of record keeping and the backlog of manuscripts
caused numerous headaches during the first several years
of the firm's operation in Chicago.

The force of Alan Swallow's personality had
provided a cohesive element for the first twenty-five
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yéars of the press' history. The personal relationship
Swallow had with his authors was a factor that the Chicago
firm could not be expected to duplicate in a short time.
Some of the authors who had been with Swallow did realize
that the Chicago firm hoped to continue in the Swallow
tradition; others, however, were never convinced.

This particular aspect of Swallow Press is one
on which further research could be initiated. It would be
most enlightening to research in more detail the effect
that the move from Denvér to Chicago and the subsequent
transfer of personnel had on Swallow Press. In the same
vein, it would also be possible to investigate the extent
to which an individual like Swallow or Weisman could mold
and reshape publishing philosophies for either a small
firm or the industry in general.

Furthermore, anyone wishing to do research on a
particular Swallow author ought now to be able to follow
the publishing process from correspondence between the
firm and the author to original manuscripts, and through
editorial suggestions, galleys, ceorrections, layouts,
procfs, contracts, copyrights, and publicity. In this way
the collection provides supportive primary material for
more general literary studies of authors who worked with
Swallow Press. While the Swallow Press Archives stand as
a resource for scholars undertaking such focused studies,
the results of such research would serve to heighten the

understanding of the significance of the press itself.
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The financial records are another section of this
collection that offer primary research material. Not
only might scholars examine the financial history of the
Swallow Press, but the.archives will support moré detailed
studies of small presses and perhaps even small businesses.
Furthermore, the Swallow Press records are also very
useful for tracing the economic difficulties encountered
by the publishing industry in the 1970's.

If used to the fullest extent, the Swallow Press
Archives can be a powerful research tool. The scope of
the collection offers not only an abundance of primary
material, but also a wide variety of information on all
aspects of the operation of the press. The spectrum of
resources available in the Swallow Press Archives affords
the researcher the latitude necessary to complete thorough
investigations of not only the press itself, but also of
many related literary and publishing topics.

Unfortunately, because of time limitations and the
necessity of first providing more detailed access to the
collection, such research was not possible in conjunction
with the compilation of this finding guide. It is hoped,
however, that future study will delve more deeply into
such issues in order to provide a more detailed study of
the Swallow Press. There are many questions left unanswered
and many facets of the press left to investigate.

The survival of the Swallow Press into the 1980's

was dependent upon many factors. The foundations
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.established by Alan Swallow were such that the press has
been able to endure two physical moves and many related
changes. The impact that the Swallow Press has had on
the publishing industrf and the literary world ié only
now beginning to be understood. What the future holds

for Swallow Press is less certain; it does, however, seem

hopeful that the philosophies of Alan Swallow will continue

to endure and to be adaptable to the ever-changing situation

of small press publishing.

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The accompanying finding guide is an index to
the Swallow Press Archives held by the University of
Illinois at Chicago. Although the collection, which
consiSts of 165 boxes, 2007 files, and assorted oversized
materials, is primarily from the Chicago years (1967-19%80),
there are a very few files, mostly author correspondence,
from the Alan Swallow years.

The collection itself consists of author and
business correspondence, manuscripts, galleys, proof copies,
publicity, reviews, and financial records. BAlthough there
are very rough groupings in the collections of author
correspondence, manuscripts, and financial records, the
size and nature of the collection made it impossible to
keep all the material in series. Wherever possible,
original file organization has been maintained; i.e. the
contents in one file were retained in one file, and the
file name was used for the entry in the finding guide.

The organization of the guide is alphabetical,
with the appropriate box and file numbers provided. The
file numbers are in continuous series from 1 to 2007; there
are no breaks in the file numbering from the first box to
the last. Where an entire box has been recorded as a unit,
such as financial records or contracts and copyrights, the
file number "0" is used to indicate that separate files
have not been created in those boxes.
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The contracts, copyrights and the various financial
records are in either pre-existing alphabetical or chrono-
logical order. It was thus decided that individual files
need not be created to.gain access to these recofds. The
entries in the finding guide for this material (boxes
91-163} indicate the range covered by each box.

Furthermore, cross references have been added
where necessary. Thus, in many instances it is possible
to locate information under either an author's name or
the title of a work. 1In the case of an edited work, the
title is recorded in the finding guide as the main entry
and there is a cross reference from the editor(s) to the
title. Also, if a file seemed to pertain to a specific
topic, that subject has also been entered as a cross
reference.

Many of the general or miscellaneous files are
groups of material which were either in no order originally
or had no particular distinguishing characteristics.
Wherever possible, author names have been supplied for
manuscripts. In a few instances neither author nor title
was avallable; those items were entered simply as
“Manuscript," although there was an attempt made to give
some idea of the subject content.

The dates were recorded from the material in hand.
"nd," representing "no date,"indicates that no type of
dating information was available in that file. Other

dates, such as those for correspondence, are inclusive.
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In files in which there may be both correspondence and
newspaper clippings, the dates indicate the range of all
the material found in that file. Thus, the dates may be
a ten-year span with the correspondence covering‘five of
the years and the clippings the other five.

The oversized material includes financial ledgers,
layouts, book jackets, and large book illustrations.
These articles are not presently organized and have not
been entered in the finding guide. This group, however,
does constitute a relatively small number of items and
is stored with the rest of the collection.

It is hoped that this finding guide will be of
use to researchers and students. The Swallow Press was
a significant small press, and the extent of these archives
is representative of that. The potential research topics
and supportive material provided by this collection are
indeed almost unlimited. Although this thesis has examined
only the very edges of the Swallow Press, the finding guide

clearly indicates the wealth of material as yet untouched.
