Minutes

1.  The agenda was accepted as amended to take account of written reports replacing some oral reports.

2.  Minutes for March 25, 2008 were approved as amended. Dorsch offered and Daugherty seconded the motion to accept them.

3. Announcements and Introductions: Case announced that Peter Hepburn was promoted to Associate Professor with Tenure and that Lisa Zhao was promoted to Clinical Associate Professor. Valerie Harris is now Associate Special Collections Librarian as of August 15.  Joan Fiscella and Joan Schuitema are Acting Co-managers of Acquisitions. Kristin Martin is in a new position, Metadata Librarian, in Cataloging.  Case introduced Kathryn Stine, Visiting Assistant Special Collections Librarian and Irene Williams, who is now Visiting Assistant  Information Services Services Librarian. Case also announced the resignations of Daniel Enoch, Tammy Hampton, Kim Pendell, and Crystal Thomas, The faculty gave a round of applause to those faculty who were hired, promoted, or tenured and to those who had completed their service at the Library.

4.  Faculty Publications & Presentations:  We continued the practice of listing faculty publications and presentations since the last faculty meeting as an attachment.  In the past six months, there were contributions by Blecic, Case, Daugherty, De Groote and Barrett, Martin and Mundle, Pappas, Raszewski, and Shuler. Harris pointed out that she had made a presentation at the Midwest Archives Conference in May.   Case commended these achievements and said that places in the Library are being investigated where faculty may display their poster sessions.

5.  Business 

A.  Budget: Case reported that there is a flat budget from the state but that the Provost is giving an additional $130,000 to the library.  However, a rescission of unknown size is likely in the spring semester. The legislature has only passed a six-month budget.  The library carried over $900,000 from last year and is holding it back for the rescission. There will be no salary increases.  The Provost anticipates that 2011 will be worse in terms of budget than 2010. All of the federal stimulus money was released this year rather than over two years. The hiring freeze is still in place, but individual deans may decide to fill positions at their discretion. The Library did figure among the list of campus priorities.  While it stands to receive $1.5 million from the student IT assessments, students have input in how these funds are spent and favor computers, other electronic equipment, extended hours, and new furniture.

B. The University of Illinois Research Libraries Collaboration Program: Case met with UIUC UL Paula Kaufman to look for appropriate areas in which the UIC and UIUC libraries can profitably collaborate and to formalize the process. The University of Illinois has retained consultants to recommend a course of action resulting in an “unparalleled level of service” by streamlining and strategic innovations.  Bob Sandusky is the team leader.  The team is developing a charter and goals and will appoint an initiative team.  The UIS Library will be brought into the process on some projects at a later date.

C.  Library Rubric:  Case reported that both the Senate Committee on Educational Policy and the full UIC Senate approved the library rubric LIB. There was also strong support from the Graduate College. Now library faculty are needed to offer independent research courses LIB399 for undergraduates for the spring semester and get these listed in the student database for available courses.  An ad hoc group is planning this.  Betty Bottoms, Dean of the Honors College, recommends that the courses be available to Honors Students as well. Case thanked Wiberley and Kim Newman, Office of Programs and Academic Assessment, for their contributions toward creating the LIB rubric.

D.  IRB refresher course: De Groote and Hepburn will offer a refresher course on the nature of the IRB review and how to fill out the forms in October or November. The university does not allow research involving human subjects without prior IRB training and certification. This course is strictly internal to the library and will not provide IRB certification to those who attend it.  The campus regularly offers IRB certification courses both live and online, and library researchers should take these to gain and keep their certification current. Members of the Executive Committee who review the IRB proposals of library faculty and mentors are also encouraged to attend the refresher course.

E.  Diversity Strategic Planning: Annie Ford and LaVerne Gray are co-chairs of the library’s diversity committee. Gray reported that the group has been working since April to develop a strategic plan and to conduct SWOT analyses. A thinking document is due by October 30; their work should be completed by spring 2010.  The initiative will ultimately involve staff in the library.

F.   Bylaws Revision:  The Library Bylaws mandate a review for possible revisions every other year.  The EC appointed Hepburn, chair, Mundle, and Shultz to conduct this review.  A preliminary report is due to the EC by its December or January meeting. Case asked the faculty to look at the Bylaws on the Library Faculty Webpage and send any questions or comments to Hepburn. The group will bring its recommendations to the full faculty at the spring faculty meeting. Hepburn reported that the group has just begun its work.

G.  TSDC changes:  The committee is transferring the responsibility for P & T paper preparation workshops wholly to the P & T committee.  TSDC chair Gray is working with P & T chair Dorsch on this transfer.  Now that candidates at all levels of review are using the campus papers, documentation has been streamlined, and candidates no longer prepare teaching portfolios or philosophies of teaching.  TSDC is looking at changing its charge and possibly name to better fit current realities.  

H.  Open Access Week:  De Groote reported that Open Access week will be October 19-23 and will feature a number of seminars and presentations including

a talk by Clifford Lynch on the morning of October 22.  Invitations will be campus-wide and Provost Tanner will also speak at the first session.  Nancy John’s Honors Class that won a Sparky Award for one of its videos on open access will present the winning and other class videos and discuss them.  The final event will be a panel discussion involving three editors of Open Access journals and the editor of an association journal, who will present problems associated with OA for organizations that depend on journal subscription costs to fund their meetings and other activities. 

I.  FDAC research funding:  Chair Pickard reported that the allocations are the same as last year, and that the separate $5000 Research Project Fund is again in place. The first deadline for research funding is October 12. 

6.  Committee reports:  Fiscella reported from the Senate Research Committee that grants from federal agencies are being audited and that some problems are being found as to how to count and report time spent on grants when the faculty member has a nine-month contract but is working on the grant in the summer. 

It was also reported that the Senate is working on a resolution to send to Governor Quinn   concerning the uncertain state of financial aid for students in the spring semester since funds were guaranteed for MAP grants only for

the fall semester. It was announced that U of I President Joseph White has resigned effective as of December 2009 and that a new Board of Trustees is being constituted following on UIUC’s admissions scandal.  UIC is not involved in this, and the admissions policies of its College of Medicine are being recommended as a model.  UIC registration is up, over 26,000.

7.  University Librarian’s Report:  Case reminded faculty that they must submit a Non-University Activities form annually and should report such activities and get approval for them in advance.  The mandated ethics training is also coming up and must be done by all employees. She asked Carpenter to discuss the upcoming Public Services Retreat, which will  focus on improved service to users.
