Minutes from June 21, 2005 meeting read and approved.

Short discussion of CircWorks, IllWrks, and ResWrks and proposed memberships presentation for July 6 Steering Committee report. 
Discussion of web group charge and proposed membership:  It was decided this is one of the first major groups that crosses all Council responsibilities.  With that in mind, membership should be composed of at least 2 members recommended from each council.  Hence, each Council will be asked for nominations. In order to tap into the library staff interested in the web, a call for volunteers for this committee should be considered.  This would be similar to the way the new staff development committee was organized.
