ASC supports it and will refer it to Library Administration in case it need not be referred to Steering for approval.

ILLWRKS is dealing with the issues from the upgrade and finding ways to work better across sites.

WorldCat Local (WCL), beta test version, went live on March 18.

Shultz reported that the number of times items can be renewed at Urbana is 10 for faculty and 6 for graduate students; and, X  for UIS.  At UIC, there is not currently a renewal limit.
