1. Minutes were approved for posting

2. Dorsch welcomed guests and Kayiwa, new member representing Systems
3. Blecic, content chair for My Library, and Kayiwa presented the Council with excellent summary of the history and status of My Library project.  The Council’s concerns:
a. Statistics – 295 registered users, but not all active.  Health Sciences most active users.  Most stats are in single digits

b. Possible future role for My Library -  to redesign the  library web pages – the software is database driven and generates dynamic pages easily – a good example: Notre Dame uses the software for its pages.
c. The  Council recommended that the service be discontinued due to low use, difficulty of training and insufficient number of staff to properly deploy the service.

d. Kayiwa to craft message and send to current users advising them of shut down.
e. Blecic to craft message of thanks and notification of shut down to discipline volunteers

4. Armstrong presented proposed changes to qUIC search

a. Adding a set of general resources to each mega category

b. Assigning only subject specific resources to sub categories

c. Create a Core Academic Resources category

d. Move the “search all” option to bottom of screen

e. Remove full-text only option

f. Council approved all changes 

g. Council’s additional suggestions – change the +sign by each meta category to a drop down menu and remove the vendor name from the list of databases.
