Minutes of the last meeting were approved.

Charges of the task forces were approved with minor revisions. QP admin will be renamed Virtual Reference. Membership will consist of Sandra De Groote, Krystal Lewis, and possibly Pat Bakunas who may be invited after consultation with the current members. The composition of the group will be revisited in one year.

No suggestions were offered for changing the Marketing task force charge. Suggested members were Peter Hepburn, Lisa Wallis, Annie Armstrong and Peg Burnett. The composition of the group will be revisited in two years. The group will be asked to propose a marketing plan within one year.

Information Commons task force charge was altered after a report by Fifi Logan. Mary Case met with Provost Tanner who was receptive to the idea of an information commons; he requested a proposal to be submitted which would differentiate the commons from the other labs on campus. A temporary group will be asked to come up with a proposal within a month. Suggested members are Susan Jacobson, Li Fu, Joan Fiscella, Ellen Starkman, Carol Scherrer and chair, Fifi Logan. They will be asked to flesh out the concept by doing research and statistical analysis of peer institutions and by talking with potential partners. In order to have site representation Jo Dorsch will suggest the addition of Victoria Pifalo to the group.

Rather than establishing a e-instruction task force PSAC will consider the option of sponsoring a half day session during intersession, perhaps taught by Helen Georgas and Sandy De Groote to look at various resources available for online instruction.

2010 Interdisciplinary Seed Grants are not relevant to the information commons and will not be pursued.

The idea of  requiring netids for the new public computers as a means of making them available for library use rather than game playing was discussed; no decision was made, but the challenge of making the library more inviting to serious students and researchers will be discussed at a future meeting.
