5. Microsoft Office on Public Computers: PSAC needs more information on the feasibility of this. Dorsch will ask Kayiwa to discuss the issues (licensing etc.) at the next meeting.

6. Online Instruction/Tutorials: Peoria has offered seminars in e-chat rooms thru  Blackboard and has developed 6 tutorials for Public Health Nursing. LHS-C is developing online class for M3 students and has agreed to work with Allied Health next semester; Reference has developed a tutorial for UICCAT. Need for copyright tutorial was discussed – perhaps one for faculty and one for students. Our needs are for a programmer, training support and software. Coordination of efforts could be achieved on a wiki. Dorsch will send out requests to department heads for their input.
7. CD/DVD Reference Materials: Logan will contact Lambrecht for machine and space where they can be stored and used.

8. LHS Pilot: Dorsch will invite Emily Guss to the next meeting to discuss progress and recommendations of security task force.
