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· PSAC recommends that the University Libraries should continue to provide computer workstations for access to library collections and other educational and research resources to the community

· Define workstations

· Public computing: services for UIC students, faculty, and staff with Active Directory

· Express computing: services for general public & affiliates without login

· Guest services with short-term net-ID
· Define the community

· UIC net-ID community i.e. students, staff, faculty, etc.
· Affiliated public: i.e. alumni, corporate members, Spertus Institute, I-Share, CIC, Upward Bound Students, UIC College Prep, Rush Hospital, Cook County Hospital, etc.
· General public

· PSAC recommends that the University Libraries provide different levels of access for this community

· Affiliated public – “guest” login
· Access to library resources but not ACCC provided licensed software

· Access to printing, for pay or take-away (e.g., Flash drive; e-mail)

· Access to photocopying, for pay or take-away

· Access to scanning, for pay or take-away

· General public other residents of the community or visitors interested in making short-term, casual or recreational use of Library facilities and services – no login
· Time-limited access to library resources

· Academic work always has priority over other authorized uses.

· Priority is given to UIC students, faculty and staff.

· Use of library computers must be in compliance with University policies and state and federal laws.
