Minutes for 7/6/05 meeting approved.

IRAD Announcement

 Case summarized recent discussions regarding the establishment of Illinois Regional Archives Directory at UIC. Current facility at Northeastern Illinois University unable to accommodate new materials. State library likely to fund proposal for establishing IRAD at UIC, in a building adjacent to or connected to Daley. As part of planning grant, consultants to be hired to examine long-term space needs and potential design by December. Committee presented questions regarding materials processing and learning commons. Case noted that finer details are yet to be determined.

Policy and action items:

1) Access Service Council’s WEBWRKS proposal

Jacobson summarized proposal for WEBWRKS group to oversee Library Web space and issues surrounding group: its reporting lines, role of Webmaster, appointment of membership. Departments maintain responsibility for respective Web content, and proposed group would advise Webmaster on various issues. Case explained that Webmaster’s role is still evolving. After discussion, Committee decided that Web advisory group would be a working policy group reporting to Steering. Jacobson devising charge, and Committee members to present names for potential membership at next meeting.

2) Public Services Advisory Council charges for task forces/teams

Weller explained that QuestionPoint team now Virtual Reference Administration team. PSAC also establishing marketing task force to provide Library plan by January 2006, to be implemented by August 2006. MyLibrary Portal group disbanded due to lack of Portal use. After brief discussion of usefulness of Portal and whether or not it should remain, Case suggested that any introduction of new services must include a marketing plan to help provide ample opportunity for success.

3) Collections and Technical Services Council report

a) Chemical Abstracts’ move to warehouse: Hurd explained that infrequent use and SciFinder Scholar’s supplanting of Chemical Abstracts led to decision for transfer of print copies to warehouse. 

b) Proposed policy on binding journals that also have electronic access: Bloss presented policy calling for unbound journals to be stored in warehouse until bibliographers decide to withdraw based on usage. Bibliographic records to be either suppressed or direct patron to electronic collections, with print holdings not shown. After discussion, Committee expressed endorsement of removing print copies from shelves, but advised CTSC to reexamine and refine remaining details of policy.

c) Proposed Voyager Systems Administration group: Bloss explained new group would have some basic function as previous Voyager Security Council, maintaining systems in Voyager. After discussion on OPAC issues and proposed group’s potential collaboration with PSAC, Committee expressed endorsement.

d) Proposed Elsevier Electronic-Only Journals Task Force: Bloss summarized proposal for task force to consider cancellation of all print Elsevier journals. After brief discussion, Committee offered endorsement of group charged with broader task of examining appropriate conditions for abandonment of any print journal in lieu of electronic.
