Minutes of the meeting of May 15, 2007

Minutes of April 4 meeting approved.

Council Membership and Chairs Rotation

Lambrecht distributed Council organization chart, proposing opportunity to reorganize membership and/or chair positions. Committee discussed their experiences with the council system and particularly examined  functionality of PSAC and CTSC, considering their levels of productivity. Case proposed that Council structure be retained and that CTSC reorganize subgroups to facilitate efficiency. Lambrecht asked those interested in rotating council membership or changing position notify either Case, Canlas or himself via e-mail.

Active Directory for Daley

Enoch briefly described active directory software as a system which requires user authentication and facilitates  maintenance and security. Daley group conducted pre-implementation survey  for patrons and students and is determining the best method for implementation in order to improve user services. Issues being considered include access for non-UIC-affiliated users, concerns regarding UIC community members who may not have established a common password and marketing/publicity implications. Group expects to implement AD during summer session, with fall providing the opportunity to truly assess impact.

Library Suport Staff Advisory Committee

Case alerted Committee about concern regarding attendance at mandatory meetings. She advised department heads  to be clear about required attendance when setting mandatory meetings. Members of LSSAC also plan to attend department meetings in order to inform staff of LSSAC’s purpose and services.

Quarterly report  from Access Services Council (Daugherty)

Daugherty summarized efforts outlined in document previously distributed.

 CIRCWRKS: “Damaged books” effort now termed “preservation”; working on public presentation designed to engage users in preservation of collection; working on resolving Voyager problems; developed Patron Contact Notes database to better coordinate Library contact with patrons.

ILLWRKS: Hoping to acquire additional scanners; discussion future of Infotrieve’s Ariel transmission product; considering implementation of ILLiad.

RESWRKS: In fall, LHS-C and LHS-R collaborating to  discuss distribution of staff for shared E-Res processing; conducting surveys to improve troubleshooting and support for electronic reserves patrons; working on copyright issues, mechanisms for educating faculty and Blackboard users.

ASC: Examining LibQUAL comments to determine what Council may address; corresponding with users who have large numbers of UIC books stalled.

On copyright issue, Case added  that U of I libraries considering a proposal for joint copyright attorney  to provide copyright information to students and faculty. Position approved by Provost. Copyright brochure was recently distributed to faculty to encourage positive thinking and offer suggestions.
