Minutes of April 2, 2008 meeting

1. WOC Update
Lewis updated Committee on recent activities and distributed approved site map. Metadata labels approved for different areas of site. Members met with councils and LHS department heads. WOC established two subgroups : one to establish workflows for migrating content into new site, which hopes to finish its work by mid-April; another to conduct usability studies with paper prototypes. Systems hopes to complete architecture by mid-May. Two-part Writing for Web workshop will be held on April 16 and 22. Each council asked to designate 5 attendees. Other attendees include Lewis, K. Pendell, Naru, Canlas, F. Barrett. WOC has designated authors for certain areas and  hopes to have all content written by early June. Copy will route through editorial process in July with an August target datefor site launch. Any feedback should be e-mailed to lib-eval@uic.edu.

2. Textbook discussion
Committee discussed misconception that Library collects all textbooks and agreed that it is not financially feasible. Students may be able to access texts not held at UIC through I-Share. Sandusky proposed idea of textbook rental program on campus. Committee agreed that the call for reserve items should include a note to faculty encouraging textbook donations. Student orientations remain a potential avenue for communication to students, as well as perhaps a proposed article or ad in the Chicago Flame. 

3. Updates

Chemicals

Castillo announced campus mandate that areas housing chemicals should include a posted inventory and asked Committee to alert her if they have chemicals in their departments. 

4. Brief Council reports

CTSC

Fiscella summarized current activities, including determining cataloging priorities and recycling historical curriculum materials. J. Shuler working on preparing documents in storage that for removal from the Library. 

ASC

Guss reported that ASC has set up a task force, chaired by Schellhause, to review privacy audits and develop recommendations based on reports. Global Campus remains an issue, group examining how Library can distinguish and best serve distance learners, including potentially offering pick-up of materials at non-UIC locations.  Migration moving smoothly in transition from Clio to ILLiad. Group looking at Blackboard as an option for offering e-reserves.

PSAC

Logan stated that group’s focus is assessment of e-mail reference service and finalizing criteria to be used for training. Committee briefly discussed responsibility for copyright issues in the Library; Lambrecht will report concerns to Case.

5. Other

Google

Fiscella reported receipt of another draft version of collections, which included all UIC titles submitted; list still not finalized, is actually the CIC Collections of Distnction. Google still in analysis phase, discussing sequencing. Project managers now have access to Web site with resources. Wisconsin, Michigan and Penn have established Web sites detailing workflows, an option for UIC to consider once sequencing is determined. 

Copiers
Lambrecht announced that Library will remove a number of public photocopiers from its locations on April 30. Rental costs of approximately $2,000 annually,  with modest revenue, will no longer be sustained in the interest of strategic intent. Goal is to reduce to eight machines. Some remaining copiers will be replaced with newer models. Possible reduction in staff machines will be considered after initial removal. Committee discussed potential inconveniences to users. Ein noted that campus is considering elimination of campus copy services. Lambrecht noted that new Library/IT could be used to subsidize additional machines if the issue becomes a greater concern.

Lambrecht reminded Committee of  special meeting on April 23 to discuss budget for next year and possibly future years.
