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Intro: A critical component of scholarship and teaching is the fundamental understanding (along with the necessary skills) to find, evaluate and organize knowledge across academic disciplines. Effective disciplinary scholarship assumes the basic ability to locate and incorporate critical sources of knowledge into one's current studies or research.  The Library is the primary partner with the University's colleges and teaching programs to assure that every student is given an opportunity to learn and apply this "information literacy" to their current studies as well as after they leave the University

Goal – Teach and support every student through the highest quality instruction program to ensure academic and career success
Enhance student learning options such as interactive online instruction modules that support face to face, blended and online classes by cooperating with instructional technology staff.

Partner as research consultants with faculty engaged in online instruction to serve a global student body.
Create library programs to support and attract students enrolled in UIC's non-traditional, continuing education programs.
Collaborate with partners at peer institutions to design shared online library instruction and to conduct research about the effectiveness and impact of instructional programs in information management. 
· Compare bibliographies of classes with and without instruction

· Compare second year retention rates of students with and without instruction.

· Partner with 1st year English to administer pre and post instruction test.

Stretch Goal – Create a curriculum for non-UIC community members, at all experience levels and with a variety of personal and professional goals, to learn how to use information resources effectively.
