In order to be considered for a Curriculum and Instruction Grant, interested faculty must submit a complete application. Applications must include:

#1. Cover Sheet (http://www.uic.edu/depts/oaa/cetl/cig/coversheet.pdf)

#2. State the problem or challenge (instructional, curricular or program) that the proposed project addresses.

Problem/challenge #1. (please enumerate each challenge separately as appropriate)

#3. Describe the proposed project including why it represents an innovative solution. Why does the propose project represent a better means of addressing the identified problem/challenge?

b. Describe why your proposed solution is “innovative”.

d. Describe any plans to continue the project in the future. If this is successful, what will you do?
