The Chicago Consular Corps Scholarship

UIC students are invited to apply for the Chicago Consular Corps Scholarship for the academic year 2009-2010. Ten successful applicants will each receive $1,000.00.  

Nine scholarships are available for foreign students studying at UIC. One scholarship is available for a U.S. national studying at UIC.  Undergraduates as well as graduate students may apply. Students in all fields are eligible. 

Eligibility for the scholarship is limited to students who have a minimum cumulative UIC GPA of 3.5 (on a 4-point scale).  

THE APPLICATION DEADLINE IS October 30, 2009 AT 4:30 PM.   

Only complete applications will be considered. Application forms are included in this set of materials. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that all parts of the application are received.

APPLICATION CHECKLIST

The following checklist will make it easier for you to complete your application:

· Personal Information Form: Completed and signed by applicant.

· Academic Reference Form: The form must be completed by a college/university level professor/instructor and submitted in a sealed envelope. The faculty member completing the form must sign across the sealed flap of the envelope. 

· Listing of academic awards or honors; clubs, activities and offices held; previous study/travel abroad; internships or volunteer work; and employment. (Use separate sheet.) This item can be a formal resume or similar document, which enables you to provide a description of yourself and your achievements in addition to the listing of courses and grades provided by your academic record (your transcript). There is no particular format required. 

· A Statement of Goals (maximum of 500 words) explaining your academic and career goals, including any international aspects of such goals. The essay must be typed, double spaced, font size 12.

· Official Transcript from UIC. The transcripts must be submitted in an envelope signed and sealed by the Registrar. (Reminder: only students with a GPA of at least 3.5  on a 4-point scale are eligible to apply)

· For foreign students:  Photocopy of applicant’s passport page to include name, country and city of origin, and expiration date and copy of applicant’s foreign student visa page.

· For domestic students:  Photocopy of applicant’s US passport page to include name, city of origin, and expiration date or another form of official ID.

You will be notified about the status of your application by early November.
