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The UIC Honors College offers Flaherty Scholarships for study abroad, for which Honors College students
may compete to help defray costs associated with participation in international study.

To be eligible to apply for the Flaherty Scholarship, students must meet the following criteria:

e Have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.40
e Beingood standing in the Honors College.
