The UIC Honors College offers Flaherty Scholarships for study abroad, for which Honors College students
may compete to help defray costs associated with participation in international study. The awards are
made possible by a gift from the estate of Gloria Flaherty, former professor of German at the University of
lllinois at Chicago.

Flaherty Scholarships are available in awards of $1,000 to students applying for fall, spring, or full
academic year international study programs. Awards of $500 are available for students participating in
summer programs. The application deadline for all 2008 summer, fall and 2008-2009 academic year-
long programs is Friday, March 7th, 2008.

To be eligible to apply for the Flaherty Scholarship, students must apply to a study abroad program
endorsed by the UIC Study Abroad Office. A cumulative grade point average of 3.40 upon application for
the Flaherty Scholarship is required. Students must be in good standing in the Honors College. Previous
recipients of the Flaherty Scholarship are not eligible.

To apply for a Flaherty Scholarship for Study Abroad, students must submit a Flaherty Scholarship for
Study Abroad application (available from the Honors College and the Study Abroad office), an essay of no
more than 500 words describing the student’s motivation for international study, a copy of your grade
report (accessible in Web-for-Students), and a copy of your Award Package Statement (if applicable) by
the application deadline of Friday, March 7th, 2008.
