A program that offers guaranteed
admission to a UIC graduate or
professional program for a select number
of beginning freshmen

About 300 students enrolled
Pharmacy and Medicine are the largest programs

Students attend regular UIC classes while
completing a pre-set list of requirements as
undergraduates to guarantee their place

28 or higher composite ACT
(1240 SAT)

We are not currently considering
the writing portions of these exams

We do not use SAT subject tests

Rank in the top 15% of high
school class

Medicine and Dentistry require
US citizenship and lllinois
residency



Admission...

Some programs admit only a fraction
of qualified applicants

Programs vary in size and
requirements



Financial Aid...
GPPA Scholarships

Chancellor's GPPA Excellence Award

Full tuition and fees renewable for up to
four years undergraduate work.

Eligible for all other forms of
financial aid including scholarships
sponsored by the Honors College
